The Social Anthropology Department 
was created in 2005 on the basis of Institute of History and Social Law Education of Kyrgyz State Arabaev University by and trains experts on ‘Social Work’ with additional specialization ‘Social Anthropology’. The Curriculum provides preparation of experts which can work:
1. In branches and the machinery of the Ministry of population labor and employment.
2. Teachers and social employees in usual (general educational) and special education.
3. Social employees in hospitals and psychiatric clinics.
4. In the centers of the complex help youth, people who have remained on periphery of a society or in social isolation (public associations, Non-Governmental Organizations, funds, helpline, etc.)
5. In establishments and organizations of social infrastructure: in the centers of employment, social services, rehabilitation centers, schools, kindergartens, insurance companies and migration service.
6. Research problems studied by experts on social anthropology and social work:
· Problems of physical anthropology, changes of appearance of the population of Kyrgyzstan and Central Asia
· Problems of ethnic history of Kyrgyz and adjacent peoples of the Central Asia;
· Problems of spiritual and material culture in an antiquity and the Middle Ages(continuity of cultures), and also at the present stage;
· Problems of a social life at the modern stage: problems of a social inequality, practice of exception, youth culture and subculture,

· Problems of the efficiency analysis of social services, studying of cultural interpretations, problems of unemployment, age problem, disablement, gender relations.
 The Department of social anthropology puts into practice principles of the open department.
· Now the faculty requires experts who can teach such disciplines as:

· Anthropogeography

· Philosophy of anthropology
· Social (cultural) anthropology, etc.
