Childrens’ Activities (will start after the end of the boffer tourney on Saturday) 

Note:  There will be supervision for only for the drumming class.  A table will be maintained in the Arts and Science tent for the children throughout the day on Saturday to work on List Shields parental presence will be required and children will need to use their “quiet voices” when other classes are in session.

1) CONTEST!!  Best Decorated List Shield
Children can come in at any time during the day to create a list shield.  Blank shields and supplies will be made available

2) Childrens’ Beginner Drumming class

Teacher:  Nyakira Hexe    Age Requirement:  6-12 years

The class will last about 1 hour (with a 20 minute break)

The children must bring a drum, a drink & snack.  This class is geared for the child beginner.  It will cover basic hand techniques, basic rhythms, how to take care of your drum and a basic beat designed for children.

Adult Activities – Times will be posted at Gate and at the Arts and Science Tent.  

1) Beginning Spinning – From Sheep to Yarn

This class will be conducted by Damiana Vasquez.   Supplies will be provided.  Students will learn how to clean raw fleece, card it, then take their carded fleece and spin it on a spindle.  
2) Illumination Class

This class will be conducted by Lady Telery.  Class will be on creating miniatures for scrolls – those little scenes with people and landscapes that too few illuminators attempt.  I’ll show how to draw a stick figure, how to clothe a stick figure, and where to stick your stick figure once he’s drawn

3)  Adult Beginners Drumming Class
The instructor will be Nyakira Hexe.  Age Requirement:  13 & over

The class will last approximately 1 hour.  Students must bring their own drum.  Other suggested items to bring are a chair or comfy pillow to sit on.  This class is geared for the adult beginner.  It will cover basic hand techniques, rhythms, how to take care of your drum, and you will learn a basic drumming rhythm to impress your friends.

4)  Scriptorium

There will also be books available and table space for them to work on their own projects.  This will be available throughout the day.
