How to Find a Good Tarot Consultant





While this may seem impossible to some, it really isn’t much different then deciding on any other kind of service-oriented person you need to do a job.  Consider visiting the Better Business Bureau site for some basics on business ethics.





What kinds of claims are made?  Do they claim 100% accuracy?  Tarot Consultants are human.  While many may have very good results, they are still human.  No one is perfect.





You get what you pay for.  More expensive does not necessarily mean better nor does less expensive mean a better deal.  Caveat Emptor…let the buyer beware.  Do your research.  What do other Tarot Consultants charge?  Where are they located?  Location can have a major affect on price.





Do they offer “free” minutes?  Often this is a ploy to get you on the line so that they can keep you there well past the allotted free time.  Look for set times and prices.  This alleviates the potential for “loading” the bill.





Bait and switch – we’ve all seen the ads that promise one type of merchandise and then they don’t have it when you visit, only to encourage you to buy a more expensive item.  If you’re looking for a Tarot Consultant, the price should be set for the reading, no additional charges based on extra “needs” in order to complete your reading.  For example, if someone tells you that there is a curse on you and/or your family, and for a price will remove that curse, this is more then likely a scam.  Keep in mind that if there is a long distance call involved, it is standard procedure for the client to pick up the call in addition to the fee for the reading.





Guarantees – do they promise love, money, success or some other wonderful advantage for having a reading with them?  Chances are this will end up with you being very disappointed in your reading.  Unfortunately, too many unscrupulous people prey on the emotional vulnerability of desperate people.  If they promise you the moon, check your pocket.





 Do they have any references?  Many people who are doing business will make available to other potential customers some kind of references.  Keep in mind that this is a supposed to be a confidential service, so only information given by permission of the client may be shared.  If the consultant tells you vague stories about their amazing talents, see if they have some references to back it up.





Now that we’ve looked at the things you shouldn’t do, what about the things we should do when choosing a Tarot Consultant.





See if they are attending a local psychic fair.  This is a good place to get a feel for local talent.





Check out their literature.  Any viable consultant should have, not only professional business cards, but also have available a brochure with their prices, and also some of their beliefs and style of readings.  You want to hire a professional.  Does their material look professional?





Check for references.  Usually, any professional will have quotes from other clients available in their paperwork or on their website.  These should bare some kind of name as they should only be posted with permission of the client.  Unnamed “see what clients have to say” statements may be fabricated or violate the confidentiality of the reading.





Website – do they have one?  Is it updated regularly?  Do they respond to email inquiries made through their website?  





Do they have a newsletter or discussion group?  If so, subscribe to it so that you get a feel for the person you may be doing business with.  It shouldn’t take long for you to figure out whether you’re compatible with a particular reader when you get regular information about them.





Are their fees reasonable for your area?  Think about other service-oriented businesses in your area.  What do they charge?  Allow for some to be more educated in their field then others and perhaps worthy of slightly higher prices.  Does the beauty salon charge $50?  Is the hourly rate for a mechanic $65?  What are the going rates in your area for professional, service-based businesses?





The best way to know if a Tarot Consultant is for you is to try them on for size.  Not every person is compatible with another.  Some personalities just won’t mingle well with others.  Your comfort level should play a large role in the person you choose.  Do you feel your information is safe?  You don’t want your business broadcast all over where you live.  This is especially true if you live in small towns.  Find someone you can trust.
