Why are Muslim’s views about Jesus so different than Christians?

Islam is the only religion besides Christianity that believes in Jesus(PBUH), and a person can not be Muslim unless he does. Muslims believe Jesus is one of God’s prophets and not God in the flesh.  The Christian belief of the trinity, that God is in three parts: the father, son, and holy spirit is not even written of in the Bible. 

This is perhaps the most widely debated issue between Islam and Christianity.
What the Bible says:

At no time did Jesus say that he was indeed God, but always made a distinction between himself and God. John 20:17 says, “...I ascend unto my Father, and your Father; and to my God, and your God”.

Secondly, the Bible states there is only one God. “I, even I, am the Lord; and beside me there is no saviour”, Isaiah 43:11. 

Jesus(PBUH) says in John 17-18, “..the testimony of two men is true. I am one that bear witness of myself, and the Father that sent me beareth witness of me”. Jesus(PBUH) did not say he was 1/3 that make up one, but that he was one and the father was one. If Jesus(PBUH) and God and the Holy Spirit were one, they could not be two men as Jesus himself claims.

Furthermore, Jesus (PBUH) refers to himself as a man. “But now ye seek to kill me, a man that hath told you the truth, which I have heard from God”, John 8:40. Jesus(PBUH) claims to be a man that is speaking of things he heard from a separate being-God.

Finally, in I Kings 8:27, after building a temple, Solomon said, “Will God indeed dwell on the earth? Behold, the heaven and heaven of heavens cannot contain thee; how much less this house which I have built?”

The same incident is in Acts 7:

47: But it was Solomon who built a house for him. 
48: Yet the Most High does not dwell in houses made with hands; as the prophet says, 
49: `Heaven is my throne, and earth my footstool. What house will you build for me, says the Lord, or what is the place of my rest? 
50: Did not my hand make all these things?'

 Insertion of Material into the Bible

The main verse Christians will use to support the theory of the trinity is I John 5:7. This verse used to say that there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost, and these three are one. But because this verse was discovered to be a later insertion, it has now been correctly removed from modern translations. Do you think it is possible that other passages in the Bible may likewise be later additions?

Translation Inconsistencies

Some people mistakenly thought that the disciples called Jesus Son of God. An inconsistency of translation actually helped to give this wrong impression. In the King James Bible, the translators call Jesus ‘Son of God’ in Acts 3:13, 26, and ‘child of God’ in Acts 4:27. They simply translated the Greek word paida as ‘son’ or ‘child’. But the word paida also means ‘servant’, and the present context demands this translation since the author of Acts is trying in this passage to establish that Jesus is indeed the servant of God. The translators knew that the Greek word paida means servant. When the same word was used for David in chapter 4, verse 25, they translated it ‘servant’. Why not call Jesus also by the same title? Or, if they feel that ‘son’ is the correct translation, why not also call David ‘Son of God’? Jesus and David are both called by the same title in Greek. Why not call them by a same title in English also? Other translators recognized this inconsistency and corrected it in the modern translations of the Bible. Therefore the New International Version of the Bible and many others call Jesus Servant of God in the verses already quoted above. Nevertheless, the fact that Jesus was God’s servant was so well known that even the King James Bible called him by this title in Matthew 12:18. Referring back to Isaiah 42:1, Matthew identified Jesus as the servant of the one true God Yahweh.

What the Quran says:

The Quran says that God is One and has no equal: 

“O People of the Scripture(Christians and Jews)! Come to an agreement between us and you: that we shall worship none buy God, and that we shall ascribe no partners unto Him, and that none of us shall take others for lords besides God. And if they turn away, then say: Bear witness that we are they who have surrendered unto Him.” (3:64).

  “And He is God: there is no god but He. To Him be praise, at the first and the last” (28:70).

The Quran recognizes Jesus(PBUH) as a holy prophet of God:

“Say: We believe in God and what is revealed to us and what was revealed to Abraham and Ishmael and Isaac and Jacob and the tribes, and what was entrusted to Moses and Jesus and the prophets from their Lord. We make no distinction between any of them, and to Him we have surrendered” (3:84).

What other religions say:

Muslims are not the only people who don’t believe in the divinity of Jesus. Biblical Unitarians, though their beliefs do not match Islam, are closer to Muslims than Christians in their beliefs about Jesus.
