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Classroom Policies

Geometry: Integration, Applications, Connections provides you with tools for the understanding of geometry: the skills of drawing, measurement, and visualization; its properties and deductive nature; its many uses; and its algebraic and numeric representations. You will develop the ability to explore, conjecture, and reason logically; to solve routine and non-routine problems; to communicate about mathematics; and to connect ideas within mathematics and with other disciplines.

Supplies:  You are required to have:

       5.  Pencils—pencils should be used in math not pens,
Grades:  Grades result from a combination of announced tests, announced and unannounced quizzes, projects, participation grades (see below), class work grades and semester exams.   ***SUGGESTION:  Keep track of your grades in your notebook.***

Participation Grade: At the beginning of the quarter you will be allotted a participation grade.  The numerical value of this grade depends on how many class days there are in each quarter multiplied by 2.  Two points will be deducted for each of the following: no homework, no cover on book, misbehaving, being tardy, not being prepared for class, not participating in group work, or any antisocial behavior.  NOTE: If a student is tardy 3 times, she will get a demerit on the third tardy as well as have two points deducted for each tardy.
Make-up Tests:  Students can make-up tests when they are missed due to an excused absence.  It is the student’s responsibility to see the teacher and reschedule the test on the day of her return from the absence.  If the excused absence was the day of the test, the student must take the test the day that she returns.  Otherwise the test must be made up within one week of the students return after an absence.
Make-up Quizzes:  There will be no make ups on quizzes worth 10 points or lower even if your absent was an excused absent.  Your quiz grade will be calculated from your current average.  If your absence is unexcused, you will get a zero for that quiz.

Tutoring:   It is your responsibility to ask for tutoring when needed.  Tutoring can be at lunch or at activity period.  Please make an appointment so I can plan on staying
Assignments/Homework:  Students must have their homework out and ready to be checked when the tardy bell rings.  Imp:  You must always show your work in your notebook or you will get no credit for doing your homework.  Homework is not accepted on scrape pieces of paper. It must be in a binder or a notebook with the page number on top.  Homework assignments will be put on the board as well as on my web site and is due the next class period.  Homework is checked only for completeness, not for correctness.  You must make up missed assignments due to any absences.  The problem sets are intended to be practice, and, as in learning any skill, it is expected that you will make mistakes while practicing.  In order to learn the skills, however, it is essential that you do practice by completing every assignment and by checking your answer.
***Note:  All assignments must be answered with complete sentences written in correct English*** 

Class Activities:  I encourage you to use available class time to work together in pairs or small groups when you need assistance with practice problems or when accomplishing a class project.  When I am explaining the new lesson, I expect your full attention.  When you are working on problems or projects in groups, I expect your full attention to be directed on your work.

Cheating:  I expect your work to be your work.  Cheating on tests or copying assigned work is never acceptable.  Infractions will result in the loss of all points (a zero) on that  test/quiz/exercise and your parents and the administration will be notified.

Grading Policy on Tests:  Precision, consistency and accuracy are expected in your problem solving.  Always be sure to write all steps in solving a problem neatly, in an organized manner, and check each step for accuracy before you proceed.  Partial credit for incorrect problems will only be given if your work is shown clearly.  Important:  a correct answer with incorrect problem solving will be considered a wrong answer.
Projects:  Any project assigned is a formal project.  You must have a cover sheet (with the name of the project, your name, and the date), the report, and a bibliography all written in the MLA (Modern Language Association) style. 
Notebook:  Suggestion:  Divide your notebook into at least 3 sections.  One for daily notes taken in class, one section for homework, and one section for vocabulary.  

General Rules:
1.  Be Prompt—You should be in the classroom ready to work (pencil sharpened, already taken care of bathroom duties, etc.) by the sound of the second bell.

2.  Be Prepared—Have all supplies and your completed assignment in class each day.

3.  Be Polite and Respectful—Politeness includes leaving your work area neat and clean after class.  Respectful includes taking care of the buildings and the furniture in them.

Important:  Your book must be covered by the end of the first full week.  After that date, two points will be deducted from your participation grade.  Do not use clear sticky paper.  Book covers are available, just ask for one.

MLA (Modern Language Association)

General Guidelines

Type your paper or write it on a computer and print it out on standard-sized paper (8.5 X 11 inches). 

Double-space your paper. 

Set the margins of your document to 1 inch on all sides.  

Create a header that numbers all pages consecutively in the upper right-hand corner, one-half inch from the top and flush with the right margin. (Note: Your instructor or whoever is reading the manuscript may ask that you omit the number on your first page. Always follow their guidelines.) 

Use either underlining or italics throughout your essay for highlighting the titles of longer works and providing emphasis. 

If you have any notes, include them on a page before your works cited page and format them the same way as your works cited list. 

Formatting the first page of your paper

Do not make a title page for your paper unless specifically requested. 

Provide a double-spaced entry in the top left corner of the first page that lists your name, your instructor's name, the course, and the date. 

Create a header that numbers all pages consecutively in the upper right-hand corner, one-half inch from the top and flush with the right margin. (Note: Your instructor or whoever is reading the manuscript may ask that you omit the number on your first page. Always follow their guidelines.) 

Center your title on the line below the header with your name, and begin your paper immediately below the title.

Formatting your works cited list

Begin your works cited list on a separate page from the text of the essay. 

Label the works cited list Works Cited (do not underline the words Works Cited nor put them in quotation marks) and center the words Works Cited at the top of the page.
