Geometry is one of the earliest well-developed sections of mathematics. It was studied extensively in several ancient civilizations and in particular the Greeks who used it to lay the foundations of our modern mathematics. 

The most influential mathematical work of all time, the Elements (name of 13 books) of Euclid (born about 325 BC) described what we can think of as a model for plane geometry.  This started with a set of undefined notions such as: point, line, and plane.
