If you had an extra day in the week (8 day week) what would you do on that extra day?

I am very fond of Punjabi Folk dancing especially Bhangra. It is a very lively form of music and dance from Punjab which is now popular in the whole India. Initially it started as a part of the harvest festival celebrations but with time it has become an integral part of many other occasions such as weddings, New Year’s celebrations etc. Recently there has been a fusion with other forms of music which has lead to its increased popularity. The dancers wear special costumes associated with this dance. Turbans are also worn to cover the heads. Women wear traditional Punjabi dresses. A Dhol (a big drum) features most prominently in Bhangra Music. 

During my spare time I listen to Punjabi Folk Music and dance to the tunes. I find it very relaxing and satisfying. I could have chosen dancing as a profession but nowadays it doesn’t pay much and I couldn’t have made a decent living out of it. Still my passion for dancing continues. I have described above the various features of Bhangra dance. It requires proper arrangements including instruments and costumes. There are a number of Indian who have settled in America. During my stay in this country I have also found a number of American citizens interested in this dance form. If I had an extra day in the week I would give dancing lessons to men and women who are interested in this dance form. I would not charge any fee and this would be my contribution to the American society.
