
Lam Golf Club FAQ


Below are some of the more Frequently Asked Questions about the Lam Golf Club (LGC).  If you have any additional questions that are not included below please contact Barry Page, LGC President for 2002.

1) What is the Lam Golf Club?

The Lam Golf Club (LGC) is a registered and recognized NCGA Associate Club that encourages serious and recreational members to compete against one another on a monthly basis.   

2) Do I need to be an employee of Lam or a NCGA member to join the LGC?

You do not need to be a current or former employee of Lam nor a current NCGA member.  Your membership application to the LGC includes membership in the NCGA.  This must be renewed annually and we always encourage co-workers, friends and family to join.  Membership applications are accepted throughout the year but are only valid through December 31.

3) Why is the tournament green fee priced higher as a member than if I went on my own?

The LGC is run like a non-profit organization.  Certificates/prizes/NCGA events are sponsored by the LGC but the members, through increased green fees, provide the financial support.

4) What benefits do I get for joining the LGC?

In addition to the NCGA membership you will enjoy monthly tournaments at a wide variety of courses throughout the Bay area.  NCGA Membership allows you to post scores at any golf course in the US to keep track of your handicap.  NCGA Membership provides pro shop discounts (20% off merchandise purchases) and significantly reduced green fees at their home courses of Poppy Hills (Monterey) and Poppy Ridge (Livermore).  You can also qualify to represent the LGC and play in NCGA sponsored tournaments for Associate Golf Clubs 1) Low Net Amateur, 2) 4-Man Best Ball, and 3) 2-Man Best Ball.  Qualifiers who get through the initial round get to play in the championship rounds which includes two days of competition at courses like Poppy Hills or Spyglass.   Those qualifying as a representative of the LGC will have their fees paid for by the club for these tournaments.

5) How can I qualify to be the LGC representative at an NCGA event?

To qualify as a LGC representative all you need to do is enter any or all specially marked LGC tournaments and be the top finisher for your flight.  This year’s tournaments are Poppy Ridge, De Laveaga and Boundary Oak.

6) Are there any other prizes for top flight finishers?

At each tournament we award gift certificates for 1st/2nd/3rd place finishers for each flight along with closest to the pin (4) and longest drive (1 – Mens/1 – Women) prizes.  And if that wasn’t enough we also have a yearly LGC Champion based on a 2 – day event followed a member banquet (fee required) where numerous prizes are distributed to those in attendance. 

7) How are the LGC Officers chosen or are they just a bunch of inbreeds?

The LGC Officers serve a 1 – year term and are elected by vote at the member banquet.  Anyone interested is encouraged to submit their name along with the position for which they would like to be considered.

8) How do I sign up for a tournament?

Tournament schedule and coupons can be found on the LGC website.   An E-Mail will be sent to members each month as a reminder to sign up for the next tournament.  We also ask that individual checks/coupons be submitted to the Tournament Director for each tournament instead of one lump sum as this helps logistically.

9) I’ve noticed that some tournaments do not sell out.  Can I bring some of my drunken buddies to fill in?

Absolutely.  However, there are a few club policies that need to be adhered to.  LGC members have priority until the cut-off date.  After the cut-off date any remaining slots will be filled by club guests whose names were previously submitted by members.  Any remaining slots beyond that are first come, first serve based on when payment is received.  Guests are not eligible for flight prizes.

10) I accidentally forgot to put the parking break on the cart and it rolled off a cliff.  Now what?

Any damages caused by members or their guests which result in financial reprisals against the club will be the responsibility of the member.

11) OK, I’m in.  When do I get my handicap?

You will be provided with an official handicap by the NCGA once you have completed and recorded a minimum of 5 rounds of golf.  For more details on how handicaps are calculated please visit their website at:      www.ncga.org
12) I do not currently have a handicap.  Can I still compete in a LGC tournament?
Yes.  We typically have two flights (<18 and  >18) for competition between members carrying a handicap. For those without a handicap and depending on the number of players we may add an additional “Callaway” flight.  Scoring is calculated on a formula based on the players scores over the round which takes into account the scoring on certain holes.  
13) What do I get if I score a “hole-in-one” in a tournament?

You win a coffee mug courtesy of the NCGA and get a chance in a drawing for a free round of golf at Poppy Hills.  Most importantly, you get to buy everyone in the Tournament their favorite beverage! The Lam Golf Club will give you a free club shirt as well.

14) How can I get cool Lam golf logo stuff to show my corporate/club pride?

We sell golf shirts with the Lam logo for $35.  We can also get Lam logo golf towels for $9.25/each and Lam logo Titlelist DT balls for $32.95/dozen or a Lam golf umbrella for $18.75 along with a host of other items.
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
