Langley Riders Society 2008 Little Britches Rodeo Rules

General Rules:

1. A parent must sign a release form, or guardian over the age of 19 years before a number will be issued and before a contestant will be eligible to compete.

2. Proof of age must be presented upon request

3. All contestants and ring help must be in proper western attire while in the arena. (i.e. long sleeved western shirt or blouse, western boots, jeans or western pants, western hat). Safety helmet is optional attire.

4. Going off course will result in disqualification.

5. No unauthorized personnel will be allowed behind chutes or in the arena at any time.

6. To be eligible for the youngest contestant, contestant must not be assisted while participating in his/her event.

7. Minimum age for sheep riding is 2 years of age as of January 1st, 2008.

8. Maximum weight for sheep riding is 45lbs. Weight will be checked at entry booth before a number is issued. Contestant will be weighed in full western attire.

9. Decision of the judges will be final in all cases.

10.    Horses that Kick must have red ribbon in tail.

Points:

1. To qualify for the All Around awards, points in each event are calculated according to the number of contestants in each event as follows:
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2. Sheep riding does not qualify for points when calculating for the separate Tiny Mite All Around and Runner- Up.

3. Amateur events and breakaway roping do not qualify for points when calculating the All Around Cowboy and Cowgirl events.

Awards:

1. Trophy buckles will be awarded to first place contestants in all events excluding Open & Amateur events.

2. Prizes from 2nd – 4th for Senior & Junior. 

3. Prizes from 2nd – 6th for Tiny Mites. 

4. For Amateur events and Breakaway Roping, 75% of entry fees will be jackpotted and paid out as follows:

First – 50%
Second – 30%
Third – 20%

5.      Each age category will receives an all around award.

Score Lines:

1. There will be a barrier for Undecorating, Daubing, and Breakaway Roping.

There will be a ¾ scoring line for those events for safety reasons.

2. Judge will perform flagging, or such other person authorized by Rodeo committee.

Chute Events:

1. Contestants will be called to their stock only twice. Anyone failing to be with their stock by the second call will have their stock turned out and will lose the right to compete in the event.

2. All stock is chute run, (no draw) for Little Britches Rodeo events.

3. Sheep Riding – Safety helmets are mandatory. Maximum weight for riders is 45lbs. Contestants must be weighed in at entry booth before a number will be issued.

Time Limits:

1. Sheep Riding:


Maximum 4 seconds

2. Jr. Boys, Jr. Girls, & Sr. Girls Steer Riding:
6 Seconds (optional 1 or 2 hand ride)

3. Sr. Boys Steer Riding:

8 seconds (mandatory 1 hand ride)

4. Amateur cow riding:


8 seconds (mandatory 1 hand ride)
5. Steer Undecorating: 


15 seconds maximum time allowed

6. Steer Daubing:
        

15 seconds maximum time allowed

7. Calf Tying:
       

60 seconds maximum time allowed

8. Calf Decorating: 


60 seconds maximum time allowed

9. Breakaway Roping:


30 seconds maximum time allowed

10. Goat Tying:        


60 seconds maximum time allowed

11. Goat Tail Tying: 


2 minutes maximum time allowed

Penalties:

1. Barrels:



5 seconds for each barrel knocked down.

2. Pole Bending:


3 seconds for each pole knocked down.

3. Stake Race:


3 seconds for each stake knocked down.

4. Barrier:



10 seconds for broken barrier in Undecorating, Daubing and Breakaway

Going off course will result in “no time” call and a disqualification. The Judge in the arena makes such a decision while event is in progress.

Attire:

Clean serviceable western attire is required: long sleeved shirt or blouse; western boots; jeans or western pants; western hat (except Sheep Riding). Safety helmets are mandatory for Sheep Riding and optional in all other events. Failure to wear appropriate attire while in the arena will result in a disqualification.

Horses:

Provision of a horse for Steer Undecorating, Daubing, Barrels, Goat Tying, Calf Tying, Calf Decorating, Pole Bending, Stake Race, Goat Tail Tying, Goat Decorating and Breakaway Roping is the responsibility of the contestant. Tiny Mites must be in full control of their animals in order to qualify for any awards. All hazers must be contestants in one of the three age divisions (i.e. Tiny Mite, Junior or Senior) and may haze for a contestant in any one of these three age divisions.
