IMPORTANT THINGS TO KNOW ABOUT JOINING THE CLUB
LSC operates under a member-written constitution and Board of Directors (elected by general membership annually)
Membership categories and priorities are listed on the front of this application. If you think you are eligible but do not fit into
one of these categories, contact one of the Board members. Complete this application and give it to any Board member. The
Vice President will present it to the Board and the Board will approve/disapprove. Acceptance of a horse(s) into quarantine does
not guarantee LSC Acceptance. You will be placed in a Conditional Membership status for 60 days then will be considered for
Active Membership by the General Membership.
1 Our Feed Manager is responsible for feeding the horses twice a day, turning the horses out and bringing them in each day-
Your dues and fees pay for this even if you feed or turn out your own horse(s). Additional charges may be incurred on an
individual basis for extra duties Feed Manager may perform. (See Feed Manager for details)
2 LSC has very stringent entry requirements:
a. Negative Coggins Test dated within six (6) months prior to entry.
b. Deworming done every twenty-one (21) days prior to entry.
c. Veterinarian's Health Certificate verifying the following immunizations administered within one year:
EASTERN and WESTERN ENCEPHALOMYELITIS; INFLUENZA; TETANUS and RABIES. The certificate must be
dated within seven (7) days if coming from within Virginia or within fourteen (14) days if coming from out of state. You
will have to fax (764-0327) or mail this information to the LAFB veterinarian (Langley Vet Clinic, 1SVS/SVBV, 52
Willow St., Suite 101, LAFB, VA 23665) prior to arrival and provide a copy for the club upon arrival. You will also
have to coordinate with the veterinarian (keeping the LSC Vice President informed) to arrange for an exact arrival day
and initial vet inspection. Langley Vet Clinic phone number is 764-5678 (DSN 574).
d YOUR HORSE(S) WILL BF. QUARANTINED FOR FOURTEEN (14) DAYS The Base Vet will determine
whether the horse(s) will be removed from quarantine or remain for an additional time. If your horse(s) is/are not fit to enter to
enter LSC, it will be your responsibility to remove the horse(s) at this time. You are responsible for cleaning the stall and
paddock while your horse is in quarantine.
3. You must attend monthly WORK PARTIES (Per LSC Lease Agreement), usually held on a Saturday morning, and do
CHORES when it is your turn (chore list posted on calendar in big barn). If you are unavailable for these duties, YOU ARE
STILL RESPONSIBLE FOR THE WORK and must make alternate arrangements.
4. You must clean your stall daily. Manure will be taken to the manure disposal area and not left in wheelbarrows or dumped
in other areas.
5 You may park horse trailers in the designated space in the main pasture outside the immediate barn/compound area Note:
Trailers may be left in the compound area for up to forty-eight (48) hours for loading and unloading.

EQUINE ACTIVITY LIABILITY RELEASE,
WAIVER OF RIGHT TO SUE,
AND ASSUMPTION OF ALL RISKS
This EQUINE ACTIVITY LIABILITY RELEASE, WAIVER OF RIGHT TO SUE, and ASSUMPTION OF ALL RISKS
AGREEMENT (the "agreement) is hereby given by the undersigned to LANGLEY SADDLE CLUB (LSC) {an equine
activity sponsor}, each LSC member, officer of the board of directors, or employee (the "sponsor"), and each horse
owner (the "owner").
1. This Agreement is given under the VIRGINIA EQUINE ACTIVITY LIABILITY ACT (Code of Virginia 3.1-796.130
et seq.) as it may now provide or be hereafter amended ( the "Act"). All terms defined by the Act shall have the
same meaning herein, and the Act is hereby incorporated in this Agreement by reference. This Agreement shall be
so construed as to provide to the sponsor the fullest protection of a release, waiver of right to sue and assumption
of all risks which is afforded to the sponsor by the Act.
2. All pronouns shall be construed to include the masculine, feminine or neuter, as well as the plural or singular, as
may be appropriate to facilitate the construction of this Agreement in the light of the facts presented.
3. The participant hereby acknowledges full and complete notice and understanding of the Act and of all risks
inherent in equine activities which may cause, contribute to or result in the death or personal injury of the
participant or damage to the participant's property (the "Risks"), including, but not limited to:
(a) the propensity of an equine to behave in dangerous ways or to trip and/or fall;
(b) the inability of anyone to predict or foresee an equine's reaction to excitement, weather conditions,
sound, aerial flights/demonstrations, movements, objects, persons, animals, reptiles, birds, or insects, and the
effects of such reactions;
(c) the hazards of surface or subsurface conditions, including but not limited to objects or conditions on,
under or protruding from the surface, both latent and patent;
(d) the hazards which rocks, cliffs, hills, fences, trees, stumps, logs, bridges, ditches, and other debris and
obstacles, and any equine activity in connection therewith, may foreseeably or unforeseeably present;
(e) the dangers and risk of tack or harness slipping or breaking for whatever reason;
(f) the dangers and risks of becoming entangled in tack, harness, or vehicles used in an equine activity;
(g) the risks of falling from or otherwise becoming unstable on an equine or a vehicle used in an equine
activity for any reason whatsoever or for no identifiable reason; and
(h) any negligent act or omission by the sponsor or owner which causes or results in the death or personal
injury of the participant or damage to the participant's property.
4. The participant hereby RELEASES and WAIVES all rights which he may have or hereafter have against the
sponsor and each owner for death, personal injury or property damage which is in any way associated with the
Risks; he does hereby WAIVE his right to sue or to bring any action against the sponsor or owner in connection
therewith; he agrees to INDEMNIFY and DEFEND the sponsor and owner from and to HOLD the sponsor and owner
HARMLESS against any such suit or action; and he thereby expressly ASSUMES ALL RISKS AND DANGERS of
death, personal injury and property damage which are in any way associated with the RISKS enumerated in
paragraph 3, above.
5. The participant hereby authorizes and consents to any emergency medical care which may at the time appear
reasonably appropriate under the circumstances as a result of injury or sickness caused by or incurred in the course
of the equine activity. Do you have any known allergies to any medicine or drug?__ If yes, name and/or type:
6. This Agreement shall remain valid and in full force and effect from and after the date opposite the signature of
the participant until expressly revoked by the participant in a written notice personally delivered to the sponsor.
7. To the extent possible, this Agreement shall be constructed in such a manner as will render it, and each
provision of it, fully enforceable; but if any provision of this Agreement shall be unenforceable, such provision (or so
much thereof as is unenforceable) shall be deleted and the remainder of this Agreement shall continue in full force
and effect.
8. If this agreement is executed by the undersigned participant for and on behalf of a minor participant named
below, the undersigned participant warrants and represents that he is in fact the legal parent or guardian of such
minor, with full rights of custody and control, and that this Agreement is given on behalf of and is intended to be
binding upon said minor participant, as if it were entered into solely on his own behalf.

9. This Agreement shall be binding upon the heirs, personal representatives, successors and assigns of the
participant.
