 MINIATURE   LONGHAIRED   DACHSHUNDS

HOW IT ALL BEGAN
In 1986 we were night-driving through the trailer park in the pouring rain.  Through the windshield we could see the sad eyes of a soaking wet little “brown” dog sitting in the middle of the road.

Well, of course, I took him home!  He was mud from his ear flaps to his toenails which were in dire need of a trim.  He had a nice warm bath and his nails cut.  Wow, what a lovely little dog was underneath...  we should keep him I say.

A few days later I was walking my new friend when a fellow who lived four doors down from us called out, “Where did you find that dog?”. So I told him where I found him and exactly what condition he was in!!!  Fortunately, the nice gentleman replied with, “If it’s ok with my wife, you can keep him and I’ll give you his papers”.  He was a miniature longhaired dachshund.

As it turned out, the couple had a two year old boy who would pull ears/tails, another dog, a cat, etc...... and this little dog they were only supposed to be looking after temporarily until a retired couple, who thought he’d be too much trouble for them while vacationing in their motorhome, returned for him.  They never came back... and I’ve never looked back.

Pal had been purchased on impulse from a pet store in Edmonton by people who didn’t realize that a dog is not just for Christmas but rather a lifetime commitment.  His papers named his breeder as Amy Sutton from Kansas - I had no success finding her.  Pal was probably the product of an unsanitary money-grabbing  puppy mill moving from one location to another whenever the USDA closed in on them.  Pal was so sweet and kind, I shudder at the thought of the conditions his parents endured.

Noting he was purebred and delightful, I called the Calgary Associated Dog Fanciers to find out if anyone in my area bred miniature longhaired dachshunds since I wanted him to have a companion.  Of course, I thought it would be great to acquire a female and have a litter........  I was put in touch with a reputable breeder who invited Pal and I to visit.  She explained that Pal was not show quality and that breeding should only be undertaken to improve the breed.  I listened... and Pal did too!

We attended our first dog show in 1989 and joined the Canadian Kennel Club.  In 1991, four years after finding Pal,  the breeder was able to provide me with a female show prospect who is now Ch. Bountiful Brindlene Teckelpen, the foundation of Langlichhund Reg’d ML Dachshunds.  I thank Darlene Bolwyn for allowing me to have Brindy and for being my mentor all these years since she retired from showing.

I vowed to attain Brindy’s  championship before breeding her.  In the time it took me to acquire her championship (it’s never easy for a novice with her first showdog), I learned the differences between Pal’s structure and show quality structure.  If all that mattered was temperament, he’d have been a Best In Show dog!  As the learning never ends, I joined the Dachshund Club of America and continue to spend a lot of time spectating at the shows when not in the ring.

Championship in hand, it was time to research stud dogs.  I spent months doing this and decided I needed to locate someone named Jean Jasinsky.  I located her  in Minnesota not only with the dog I was enquiring about, but also with Am. Can. Ch. Dachendell’s Mr. Jazzman whose common ancestry with Brindy’s was a superior part of her pedigree.  Brindy flew to Minnesota and our first litter was conceived.

Pal was a darling little dog who loved life and everyone he met.  He brought me many fond memories to cherish since his death in 1997 at the age of thirteen.  Most of all I am grateful to him for giving me the opportunity to fall in love with this breed, encouraging me to go forward.
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
