I. Foundation of Ministry (0-30)
a. Birth–age 16,  an only child at home, age 16 become an orphan.         

 
                             

b. age18, entered the Home and Colonial School Society in London in 1860 influenced by the child–centered thought. 




c. age 21, granted her teaching certificate from the Home and Colonial School Society. 
d. 20s-30s, worked in the first infant school and pioneered a high school for girls in England until 1871 (age 29).
II. Ministering as an Educator (30 – 50)
e. age 30, resigning after a total of 8 years being there.
f.. in 30's, besides book publishing, activities were always brewing education-wise, free to travel like Jesus.
g. 40s, started educational lectures, publishing Home Education, and beginning the Parents Education Union. 
h. Before entering 50s, in 1890, gave a lecture "A Hundred Years After" set 100 years into the future in 1990. 
III. Focus Life (50 -79) 
i. In her 50s, in 1892, announcing the opening of the House of Education in Ambleside.

j. In 1894, purchased Wordsworth's niece's Green Bank Estate in Ambleside, renamed Scale How, the enduring location for the House
