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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

CHOOSING TO BE 
A CHINESE AMERICAN HOME SCHOOLING FAMILY

Home schooling is a rapidly developing area in the educational policy domain. One aspect that has been either ignored or left unexplored until very recently in the literature is the school choice of home schooling for immigrant families in general, and Chinese American families in particular. Five sections are included respectively in this paper as follow: introduction, rational, literature review, policy recommendation, and implementations and conclusion.
First of all, in the overview issues section, American education currently is reaping the consequence of its humanistic presuppositions. The desperate need of No Child Left Behind Act from perspective of the US federal government indicated that the complacency of American education must end. As more and more immigrants home school their children, Chinese experience of becoming American will shed tremendous light of understanding the process of cultural transmission and globalization in the postmodern era. 
Therefore, secondly, in rational section, the specific guiding question was: what are the educational policies need to be changed or adapted for immigrant’s families as the result of globalization? Being an educator with Chinese Christian background, the author   tries to answer the question with the following purposes in mind. These purposes such as to further explore Chinese Americans doing home schooling as a growing phenomenon; to describe the legislative context currently governing home schooling among the immigrants, and to identify implications for educational research and policy development. While acknowledging the fact that home schooling involves legal risks as well as the pros and cons of and legal history of home schooling movement, therefore, the stakeholders of this study had been identified as federal policy makers, school boards, public school policy makers, Chinese home schoolers and their children. 

Thirdly, as many works of experts from the field were examined in the section of literature review, the gaps in the literature had been bridged by presenting two current findings and five future research directions. The literature included the works of John Ogbu, Christopher Klicka, May Pao-may Tung, and five Ph.D. dissertations, etc. Thus, fourthly, in policy recommendation section, three groups of stakeholders had been suggested; they were public school policy makers, school boards and minority home schoolers. 
Lastly, implications of this study suggested that political leaders, state and local school officials, and the community at large must address the desire of minority parents to home school their children. This paper, then, concluded that in order to protect the school choice of home schooling, immigrant parents need to know the legal rights they have and act promptly as well as decidedly on their own behalves.
