Summary: 

A semi-structured interview provides greater freedom and less restriction and allows the interviewees to answer in his/her own words and introduce relevant information, ideas and concepts that the interviewer may not have thought of during the interview section. 

This makes the interviewees feel as if they are partly in control of the process, also allows the interviewer portrays his /her genuine interest in what the interviewee has to say regarding the topic of study.
