COURSE DESCRIPTION:


The instruction of  “doing all as unto the Lord” mandates a standard of excellence.  James’ admonition in chapter 3 verse 1 represents an encouragement to educators to manifest this “excellence” within their calling.  The encouragement lies in the fact that who God calls He also equips.  This course is designed for those called to teach.  It is divided up into three distinct, but integral parts.  First the focus is on the teacher as the “Christlike Curriculum.”  The teacher as an individual should strive to manifest Christlikeness that models for the students even before the content unfolds.  Secondly, the habits of the excellent teacher allows for application of godliness during classroom instruction.  The course will explore ways in which educators teach with excellence.  Lastly, the integrated curriculum will be addressed.  The progression from the internal growth of Christian educators to their caliber of teaching which comes through curriculum based on Biblical truth provides the framework for this course.

ASSIGNMENTS





“Twenty Teachers” – 2 per student


For the Macrorie book, Twenty Teachers, each student will choose (2) TWO teachers upon which to report.  Although everyone will read the chapters, the student assigned to the specific chapter will lead the discussion following a brief report of his/her findings. Response paper and oral report should assess what qualities, methods, and techniques made them great.  Only the student leading the discussion will be responsible for that weeks’ paper.  Consequently, each student will have two papers during the semester for this assignment.  Papers should not exceed one page single spaced.





Response papers – 10 papers total


Each student will respond to the weekly readings from Gaebelein and Palmer.  The response paper should include the main point of the chapter and a response, reaction or interaction with the material.  The paper should be one single spaced page in length.





Annotated bibliography: 


Common research practice for M.A. and Ph.D. work involves what is known as a literature review.  The purpose is for the academician in a given field to be familiar with current and/or poignant publications in that field.  This type of annotated bibliography may also be useful in preparing for dissertation research and literature review.  Books germane to this doctoral level course and a few periodical articles will be examined by each student.  In order to assist in such a project, a suggested bibliography has been provided.  Check APA format for annotated bibliography instructions.  Each entry will be approximately a paragraph long with proper citation at the top emboldened.  


 To clarify:


1.  Select four books from the provided bibliography.


2.  Select two periodical articles and book chapters from the provided bibliography.


3. Select one additional related book.


4. Select three additional related periodical from noteworthy sources.


5.  Select two items from the internet by noteworthy authors and publishers.


6.  Compile all 12 (twelve) items into an annotated bibliography presented alphabetically.


7.  An annotated bibliography = a one paragraph written overview of work read.


8.  Entitle each entry in appropriate format of bibliographic APA referencing.





Interview #1 -- Christlike teacher -- the individual’s plan for spiritual formation


Choose a professional teacher in a context related to your interest.  (Context means the type of teaching venue in which you’re involved and/or interested such as a school, college, church, and so forth).  Interview that teacher for approximately one hour.  Have your questions prepared in advance.  Utilize the information obtained in class to construct your questions.  This must be a Christian teacher who has an obvious walk with the Lord and is intentional about his or her own spiritual formation.  Determine what makes this person an excellent teacher from a spiritual and integrative perspective.  Type, double spaced, all questions and answers given.  Conclude with a narrative of your findings.





Interview #2 -- Excellent teacher -- habits, methodologies, techniques


Choose a professional teacher in a context related to your interest.  (Context means the type of teaching venue in which you’re involved and/or interested such as a school, college, church, and so forth).  Interview that teacher for approximately one hour.  Have your questions prepared in advance.  Utilize the information obtained in class to construct your questions.  This must be a Christian teacher who demonstrates superb teaching skills and is effective in communicating with students for their success.  Determine what makes this person an excellent teacher from a pedagogical perspective.  Type, double spaced, all questions and answers given.  Conclude with a narrative of your findings.





Lesson Plan and Teaching


Utilizing the criterion studied in class, construct a 20-30 minute lesson for an area that you might in fact teach.  The lesson should be written in lesson plan format.  It should include Biblical integration throughout.  You may choose to you technology commensurate with your capabilities.  Consider the cultural context of your audience.  Specify teaching techniques you plan to incorporate.  Make a copy of the lesson plan for everyone in class.  You will be actually teaching this to our class.  Also list and provide any handouts, manipulatives or visual aides you believe would enhance your teaching.  Be careful to include learner (other students in the class) participation in your presentation.





Teaching Crossculturally -- Response and Application Paper


After reading the Lingenfelter text, write a 3-5 page response paper which includes application to your own teaching context as well as transfer of other concepts.  Must be typed double spaced with APA heading.





Final Project --


The final project will be both written and oral presentation for the benefit of collegiality.  It will be composed of two sections:


Narrative -- Write a paper on excellence in teaching and the excellent teacher.  This 3-5 page paper should incorporate (and in fact summarize) the content of the class as it applies to your conclusions, discoveries and applications.  You may use citings from any of the textbooks as well as those utilized for the annotate bibliography.


Curriculum -- Design an integrated curriculum for personal context.  Due to time constraints, this will be a basic scope and sequence with a sample lesson and explanation for eventually fleshing out the entire curriculum should you later decided to do so.  Give rationale for your design.  Also explain how you feel this will promote effectiveness in your teaching.  In that way, this section should connect to section #1.


Resources:  For both parts together, plan to utilize 5-8 sources and cite bibliographically.
