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       I am impressed with Charles’ long term commitment to his vocation. His teaching career demonstrated how to juggle well the three roles of teacher, therapist and supervisor. Having a hard time of learning English as the second language myself, I wish I would have had chances to take his course--“Introduction to Speech Pathology.” I conclude Charles’ success regarding his teaching habits, methodologies and techniques in the following three aspects.       

        First, Charles is a skillful teacher with enthusiasm and passion. With irresistible, relaxed humorous way of teaching, he applies fantasy, children’s theater, and creative dramatics to establish those roles. He coaches the students to make the performance vivid. He used various forms of materials to teach, including films, tapes, and other audio visual material. He also works with clients in front of the students. 
         From the statement he made in 1966, or in his philosophy of education, one can tell his great sense of mission in speech therapy. His concluding line in 1996 was: “you (prospective students) may be the only chance they (the clients) may have, and you must be worthy of the need.”  Another line of statement he made was, “all men should be their own teachers and supervisors. We must…be permissive, giving absolution for comprehended errors of judgment, but always helping students to grow tall. Our responsibility is to make them responsible.”  

      Secondly, Charles is a knowledgeable teacher. He infuses the knowledge of self and the knowledge of students, and knowledge of subjects well in his teaching. He understands that students are searching for identity and for values; therefore, he constantly seeks to relate the information to their lives and their futures. He might lecture through the hour, but he is always conscious of the students by scanning and enjoys seeing the lightening of intellectual excitement on the students’ faces. He also takes time to pause and self-examines his inner landscape. He realizes that a mulling incubation process is needed in order to ask himself what he can give the students. He knows that his teaching effectiveness depended on the understanding of the students’ needs. He invites students to explore the subject with him, but he makes sure the students do most of the talking. As a result, they can focus, illustrate, or amplify the topics they are investigating together. He knew the subject so well that he uses different approaches for the same course even after 6 decades of teaching. He is also aware of the change of the nature of the course itself. But by learning from students through assigning them an “Instruct the Instructor” assignment, he asks himself whether he grew wise by growing old? 
      Thirdly, Charles is a life-transforming teacher. His clients have come from as far as China and India who wanting help with their speech difficulties. His life has been transformed first from his own trauma. At the age of one, he began to stutter so violently that he avoided human contact. But later, Charles not only teaches the speech therapy course for 60 years, he also writes 28 books and becomes the expert in this field. 
Q1. After almost 60 years of teaching, Charles reflects upon his philosophy of education which affects every aspect of his working day as a teacher. Then, what is your own personal educational philosophy? Was this something that evolved as you gain experience as a teacher, or was it something that you consciously thought out for yourself? 
Q2. In his philosophy of education, Charles shared his formula of beating the system in terms of wasting 

      time on the committee. What is your response to that?
