As a result of the class interactions and participation, course readings, personal experience, and the lesson construction, participants should be able to:

1.  Articulate the value of the narrative/story medium. 


2.  Analyze stories for structure and values. 

B. Affective:


1.  Gain a deeper appreciation for the daily use of narrative.


2.  Sense a personal need to develop storytelling skills.


3.  Regain a new appreciation for the Bible.

C. Conative:


1.  Communicate the gospel through the use of story.


2.  Articulate a personal philosophy of narrative communication.


3.  Evaluate stories for cross-cultural effectiveness.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS: 
 All Students:  
1)  will read  according to the class schedule, hand in on each due date a completed Reading Report (p. 6 of syllabus). (32 pts) and Kolb (8 pts).  Total: 40 pts. No late papers accepted; 




2) Writeout the Journeystory of a Bible character that most defines your spiritual journey (Journey story).  Identify the connections and present it orally to the class. 


(a) Identify the target audience (be specific, including subculture, generation, gender); write in one concise sentence.


(b) use ideas below for Faithstory (below) when appropriate.

(c) create a list of all the gospel components you will eventually convey and contrast how the target audience will interpret them, identifying bridges and barriers [15 pts], 


(d) write your faithstory (length: 5 pages for this section]); incorporate their worldview assumptions, values, and gospel components [40 pts]. 


Bonus:  add appropriate cultural proverb [2 pts], 


(e) Underline each worldview and value issue that connects or challenges [15 pts]. Bold each gospel component included in the faithstory [15 pts].   

Avoid technical terms (anthropological / Christianize), Bible verses and propositional teaching.  The class should know about you as a person, as well as the gospel, after you tell your faithstory,


(f) present you faithstory in class (don’t read it) (10 minutes).  


Total:  100/102 pts [I’m after process, not product];


3)  IMAGES: identify all concrete images found in Romans 6-12 or the letter to the Ephesians.  List each image with corresponding verse.  Conclude with what you learned from the assignment in relation to this class (not the individual images used) (1 sentence per point) (15 pts);



4) SEMINAR: Someone has invited you to give 3 lectures on the value of narrative in some venue. How would you attempt to convince that audience of the value of storytelling?  Your assignment is: (1) identify the group (your choice) and venue, (2) state the purpose of the seminar, and (3) develop a 3 lesson series outline for a Storytelling Seminar. The outline should include quotes, text books, visuals, symbols, etc.  It should be detailed enough that someone else could pick up your lessons and present them (60 pts);  



5/6)  MAJOR ASSIGNMENT: MA / DMisss students— Plan a LESSON SERIES individually, or as a team (6-8) narratives [Bible or secular] per individual on any topic you would like to teach in a series.  (1) Identify a target audience (preferably a subculture or different culture), (2) write a series goal / objective (one sentence), and (3) provide titles for a minimum of 6 lessons (secular of spiritual);  


7)  Building on the assignment above, develop 3 LESSONS in sufficient detail so that someone else could teach from them.  Provide lesson goal and objectives for each lesson (3 lessons per team member).  Address in each lesson the components from “Exegete a Story” found in the “Curriculum Checklist” in the syllabus (25 pts each lesson). Focus is on process, not product. Narrate (do NOT read) one story to the class  (50 pts); Submit 2 copies.

OR DMiss students may substitute a 20 paper for this (#5-6) assignment, investigating an area of interest in relation to story/narrative. Students will present their findings to the class. 

PhD students are to select an educational (e.g., Dewey, Giroux, Brunner) or learning (e.g.,. Kolb, Kolberg, Bandura) theory and demonstrate how narrative connects to the theory. Discuss the role of narrative on both the theoretical and pedagogical levels. From class materials, how would you improve the theory? Write the paper as a defense or just as a descriptive conversation with the theorist selected. 

OR PhD students may substitute a 20 paper for this (#5-6) assignment, investigating an area of interest in relation to story/narrative. Students will present their findings to the class which will include a story.



7) REVIEW McIIwain and Boomershine.  Note three strengths and weaknesses (one sentence each) for each book.  Conclude with personal ministry application (2 pages total for each book).  (10 pts each).



8) Answer two questions about BUSINES as USUAL?:  (1) What does the book structure teach you about the use of narrative? (2) How did you respond to the book’s content? (10 pts).
 MA, MDiv:  will read, besides the required texts, an additional 400 pages on narrative communication.  (Read articles / books that will provide insights for your lesson for the lesson assignment above.)  Submit a list of book(s) and articles read, along with the number of pages; no other writing necessary (15 points).
 Doctorate:   will read, besides the required texts, an additional 600 pages on narrative communication.  (Read articles / books that will provide insights for your lesson assignment above.)  Submit a list of book(s) and articles read, along with the number of pages; no other writing necessary (15 points).
