The heart for the poor

Our mission team stayed in a contextualized church in Bangkok in our first week.  The couple building the church has a big heart for the youth in the slum area.  

I have mentioned before that the Thai are ingrained with their culture.  When the Thai people go to the church and see different kinds of “foreign” music and practices, they just feel a strong sense of resistance against going to an “odd looking building” to worship a “foreign” god.  

So this couple who is actually artists and very skilled at Thai music and Thai dance has been using various ways that the Thai people feel comfortable in order to help them know Jesus, worship Jesus, and relate with Jesus.   

For one thing, they use the Thai music and Thai dance to attract the young people going to the church.   As these young people are not very educated and they have been going through a lot (e.g. physical, emotional, and sexual abuses, imprisonment…), they just enjoy it when they have a chance to learn things that are really fun to them, like the Thai music and dance.   Plus, this couple has been extending warm love and acceptance to them. They even open their church to let them stay with them over months, feeding them…

As times come by, these young people have learnt more about the Thai music and dance, and started to hear more the message about Jesus through the songs, and be impacted by the life of this couple.  Then they want to become a Christian, a person who can love, a person who can give, and a person who cares.  Isn’t that awesome?   

What does it mean to be a Christian?  A religious person?  Or a human being created in the image of God?  And a human being who loves and cares?

懷舊變成新流行　商機炒不停

	從 7-ELEVEN 販售的原味覺醒、懷舊便當，到 TVBS-G 播映《小英的故事》、《萬里尋母》等卡通影片，七○年代經典西洋歌曲原音重現……等，五年級所懷念的是，樸實的、鄉土的、清新的、專注的與簡單的，還帶有一絲悲傷情緒的往日情懷。 

不過，懷舊商機的重點不在物品本身，而在於能否勾起「往日美好時光的味道」。五年級是一個很講究意義的族群，若無法說服他們，只是把商品貼上標籤重覆炒作，續航力勢必有限。 

在台灣，被稱為「五年級生」的人口大約有三四○萬人。這群即將成為歐巴桑與歐吉桑的中年人，雖然生活閱歷豐富、熟稔人情世故，但從感官到知覺卻逐漸麻痺、冷漠起來。直到三年前，網路上的明日報出現了一個叫做「五年級訓導處」的鬥陣網社群，讓已經很少感動的他們被牽動起來，而且是從心到錢都動了起來。 

在上下兩代間不著邊　從懷舊風獲得滿足 

從三年前「五年級訓導處」的引爆，發展到今年七月初播出卡通《小英的故事》完結篇時的二％收視率，加上成天在有線電視插播的七○年代經典西洋歌曲廣告， 包括了「原創經典」、「真愛一生」等情歌精選集， 重現當年紅極一時的〈You were on my mind 〉、 〈 Morning has broken 〉、 〈 Nothing's gonna change my love for you 〉等無數膾炙


人口的原唱歌聲裡， 再度喚起準中年族群的往日情懷，讓這股五年級懷舊風潮達到最高峰。 

這群準中年人原本的處境很悶，在上一代的悲情和下一代的迷惘中兩頭不著邊，近年才在工作上被迫使用電腦和網路，不解《台灣霹靂火》和《流星花園》這種連續劇為何能紅遍寶島、 分不清 Energy 和 Tension 的差別、看不懂為何明明是周杰倫的專輯卻叫「葉惠美」。 

但現在，在「點名」而來的懷舊風下，他們可以一路有伴同行，公開上網聊起中學時期參加救國團的溪阿縱走和虎嘯戰鬥營， 在 KTV 裡唱起〈萍聚〉和〈戀曲一九八○〉，進書店則看看架上是否還陳列著席慕容和三毛的書，星期天的手指不斷按著遙控器換台，希望能找回當年對「唐尼與瑪麗」奧斯蒙劇場的守候心情，偶爾懷念起男生理光頭、女生留著耳上一公分的西瓜皮頭，甚至連前總統蔣介石出殯那天，與全校師生戴上黑紗，跪在靈車行經路旁的不可思議畫面也會浮現。 

難掩中年危機感相互慰藉取暖 

其實，懷舊一直都在進行著。政治大學廣告系教授郭貞指出：「五五％的成年人，都會想到小時候的事，而且也都認為回憶中的小時候比現在要好。」而奧美整合行銷傳播集團想像工程師陳倩如也表示，懷舊要有一定的年紀，當人到了中年會有危機感、對現狀會有不滿，此時就會懷舊。

如果懷舊是一種常態，年近中年的五年級生懷舊也就不足為奇。「但五年級是一個可消費、流行的新主題，所以才會從網路上的小眾社群蔓延為大眾文化。」五年級作家同時也是台灣大學進修推廣部老師的王文華說。 

可是，五年級成長在政治戒嚴、國民年所得不到一千五百美元、大學聯考錄取率不到一○％、 沒有 Cable 〈有線電視〉和網路而只有三台、一個歌手劉文正可以紅上十年的年代，為何還會讓人念念不忘？ 

王文華認為，目前是三十四歲到四十三歲的五年級生，在台灣的政治、經濟與企業等社會組織中雖已是中堅份子，但除非是創業，並未到達權力的頂端。然而，當自己都還在排隊中，卻見搭乘著網路列車的六、七年級生有機會直接攀上權力寶座，「那種壓力、掙扎和錯亂，甚至是靈感與創意枯竭時，人就會極想要脫逃，想追求過去所認識和理解的世界。」 

在劇烈變動間懷念過去的長久不變 

而陳倩如則指出，五年級生正好處於一個時代劇變的切口上。五年級生在青春時期養成的愛情觀，還囿於處女情結中；政治，仍受三民主義與「國民黨至上」的思想和制度箝制；教育，則在髮禁與聯考中度過；娛樂，則只能靠自己動手做或和同伴玩些不花錢的戶外遊戲。可是，這些價值觀，在他們進入社會準備打拚時，一個個變

調了，「當周遭如此快速而劇烈的變動時，就會懷念過去不變動之下的確定性與安全感。」 

於是乎，會有人翻出櫃子裡收藏多年的兩千多張車票，看著車票背面印著的「解救大陸同胞」大笑，有人則在 eBay 上以一千七百二十元競標一個老菜櫃，還有人特地從外縣市跑到台北西門町的玩具專賣店，買下三萬元的超合金無敵鐵金剛與一萬五千元的科學小飛俠玩偶。 

王文華和陳倩如觀察到了五年級生的強烈需求，「五年級訓導處」的台長米果為這樣的需求設計了一個宣泄回憶情緒的平台，而看在企業行銷與廣告人的眼裡，這卻是一顆充滿商機的搖錢樹。 

「五年級世代足以被行銷，是因為他們的人口數量夠多、消費力夠強。」郭貞說。「他們的消費力的確是夠生猛活潑，只是過去一直被消費市場所忽略。現在突然備受重視，被廣告和商品大量餵食，有時會覺得想吐。」無心插柳掀起這股懷舊風的米果，如今對五年級懷舊變商機倒有些反感地說。 

到底這三年，在大眾消費市場「供應」的懷舊商品，讓五年級生回味到了些什麼？而與過去的自己敘舊的「交易」，又是什麼樣的感覺？ 

現實生活太沉重　消費懷舊遠離大問題 

從 7-ELEVEN 販售的原味覺醒、懷舊便當，到 TVBS-G 播映《小英的故事》、《萬里尋母》等卡通影片，「所懷念的是，樸實的、鄉土的、純情的、清新的、專注的與簡單的。現在因為人們可選擇的太多了，所以這些都成了一種奢望或奢侈品。」王文華歸納道，由於五年級生長期自許擔負的時代使命感、不斷面臨社會的解構與重建，加上在職場所扮演的主管角色，讓日子過得太沈重，「在懷舊或消費時，遠離大問題，不再嚴肅。」 

雖然這一波五年級懷舊風橫掃的層面、規模都超過「傳統」與常態性的懷舊風，但陳倩如還是覺得台灣的懷舊風太偏向感官性，而缺少文化性。她指出，在搜尋引擎網站輸入「懷舊」，出現的三大宗是卡通、漫畫和玩具，書籍和電影就排名在末。 

若目前的五年級懷舊風太過「偏食」，是否意味著其中還有很大的商機？郭貞表示，懷舊商機的重點不在物品本身，而在於能否引起「共鳴」。王文華也認為，五年級是一個很講究意義的族群，若無法說服他們，只是把商品貼上標籤重覆炒作，風險就很大。 

陳倩如則指出，即使像電影、書籍這麼有文化性與豐富性的回憶，其實也都很難再拿回來，「因為有些事過去就過去了，而那些能再拿回來的回憶也只能消費一次，尤其是流行文化。」所以她對五年級懷舊風的「續航力」持保留態度。 

米果可說是五年級懷舊風的啟動者，但當她看到費翔、《科學小飛俠》重新登上螢幕時，卻有著強烈的失望，甚至還因此在明日報個

人新聞台「 Mimiko 的米果盒子」上發表了一篇「去他的，五年級」以示不滿。「因為我們懷念的是當年看《科學小飛俠》的氣氛、看費翔的心情，不是那部卡通和那個人。」米果說，「現在最害怕發生的一件事就是，劉文正也復出。如果他真的願意被找出來了，我一定會昏倒。」
