Re:   China Seminary training progress and Beijing farm
 
 
Dear John,
 
It has been a while since I updated you on our M.Div. training program in China and also on the Beijing Farm project. The M.Div. program is completing the second year of its operation with 10
college graduates. We held our training in three different sites during the past year. A Westminster graduate, Abigail Xu, is there serving as tutor to the students. She will also be teaching First Year Hebrew for six weeks from the end of April to the middle of June. Last summer we had another Ph.D. student from Westminster teaching first year Greek. He is also on the faculty of WTS as a lecturer in Greek. During the Winter we sent the students to the countryside to conduct teaching among the rural house church pastors and their own training centers. I have recruited six Chinese students studying at Westminster as future
members of the faculty for our Seminar project in China. Some of them are in their doctoral programs, others are starting with their M.A.R. or M.Div. I have recruited most of them and sent them to Westminster where they can be trained in Reformed theology and Van Tilian apologetics. By 2007/2008 we should have a team of 12 faculty members ready for the seminary project in China; most of them are from Mainland China. They became Christians while studying in the U.S., and as I shared the vision of establishing a seminary in China, they abandoned their Ph.D. studies in science and dedicated themselves to studying theology in preparation for the future CHINA THEOLOGICAL SEMINARY. So the project include preparation of (1) faculty, (2) land, (3) fund, and (4) gaining experience in teaching M.Div. students in China, which we began in 2001. This class will graduate in 2004, and the next class will start in 2004, graduating in 2007. In addition to these 4 area of preparation, we have also started a 24 course textbook project for 2002-2008 at 4 courses per year for six years. It takes $12,000 to sponsor one textbook writing and production process. We are hoping that different
churches will support this project, perhaps one church per book. 
 
The Beijing farm project is struggling to get through this very difficult year. Since a year ago I have turned the management of the farm to Dr. Teng-yung Feng, Senior Researcher in the department of Botany and plant science at the Academia Sinica, the highest research institute in Taiwan. He is a very dedicated Christian in his 50s and shares my vision for establishing a seminary when the political situation in China softens. He has formed a team to oversee and manage the Beijing farm. We have also sent in a missionary who had agricultural management background in the past, to be resident supervisor of the farm project. At this point we are recruiting rural house church leaders and train them in agricultural techniques and in spiritual leadership, including Biblical and theological training. The rural churches in China are facing the effects of social changes coming from the introduction of market economy in China. Rural people have to learn new techniques to survive the tidal wave of economic change. Most rural church leaders are unable to support themselves or make new progress in their vocations. So through the SWA (Faith, Hope, and Love) project, Dr. Feng and other scientists and others have developed a program to help these rural pastors to apply scientific knowledge and techniques for farming new products, grow flowers and organic vegetables for sales to the cities and, at the same time be further trained in Bible so that they could be properly equipped to meet the growing challenges of pastoral work. In China, we cannot carry on too many clandestine training works. Therefore, in a farm situation where the rural pastors can learn and engage in agricultural experimental farming is something that the government welcomes. It takes $100 per month to support one of these rural house church leaders to be trained in agricultural techniques, management, and spiritual leadership. As a closed community where all the staff and farmers are Christians, we are able to conduct training on the land that we have leased for 30 years since 1999 (87 acres). Our lease is $150 per acre per year. Now the leasing price is $600 per acre per year and only good for 5 years term. 
 
At this point Dr. Feng is seeking Christian partners to maintain and to develop this land for the above training program and to plan produces that are marketable. He will be sending you a power point CD to explain this proposal. It is our hope to train 35-50 rural pastors per year so that they can duplicate what they learned in their own provinces.  No matter how the farm develops, 9 acres of land will be set aside for future seminary building project for which you first gave the money three years ago. The original 9 acres of land fell under the Olympic Games zone and so we lost that opportunity. But his larger piece is only 20 minutes away from the Beijing airport. Because we leased it at a time when the rural farmers rushed into the cities for jobs and the land was made available by the local government and so we got it at a really low rate. Now there are no more large pieces of land as that area is being developed for multiple purposes as the Beijing city extends itself to that area. 
 
Dr. Feng has approached potential Chinese Christian businessmen for joint venture, but when they heard of the debt we owe on the land, they usually back out. Please pray for us as we face this difficulty. Dr. Feng would like to fly over from Taipei to see you and share his burdens with you in person. He will be contacting you initially through email and sending the CD that he has created.

A man from Norfolk, VA called a local radio station to share this on Sept 11th, 2003. His Name was Robert Matthews. These are his words:

"A few weeks before Sept 11th, my wife and I found out we were going to have our first child. She planned a trip out to California to visit her sister. On our way to the airport, we prayed that God would grant my wife a safe trip and be with her. Shortly after I said 'amen' we both heard a loud pop and the car shook violently. We had blown out a tire. I replaced the tire as quickly as I could, but we still missed her flight. Both very upset, we drove home.

I received a call from my father who was retired FDNY. He asked what my wife's flight number was, but explained that we missed the flight. My father informed me that her flight was the one that crashed into the southern tower.
I was too shocked to speak. My father also had more news for me; he was going to help. 'This is not something I can just sit by for, I have to do something.' I was concerned for his safety, of course, but more because he had never given his life to Christ. After a brief debate, I knew his mind was made up.  Before he got off of the phone, he said, 'take good care of my grandchild.' Those were the last words I ever heard my father say; he died while helping in
the rescue effort. My joy that my prayer of safety for my wife had been answered quickly became anger.

Anger at God, at my father, and at myself. I had gone for nearly 2 years blaming God for taking my father away. My son would never know his grandfather, my father had never accepted Christ, and I never got to say goodbye. Then something
happened. About 2 months ago, I was sitting at home with my wife and my son, when there was a knock on the door. I looked at my wife, but I could tell she wasn't expecting anyone. I opened the door to a couple with a small child.

The man looked at me and asked if my father's name was Jake Matthews. I told him it was. He quickly grabbed my hand and said, 'I never got the chance to meet your father, but it is an honor to meet his son.' He explained to me that
his wife had worked in the World Trade Center and had been caught inside after the attack. She was pregnant and had been caught under debris. He then explained that my father had been the one to find his wife and free her. My eyes welled up with tears as I thought of my father giving his life for people like this. He then said, 'there is something else you need to know.' his wife then told me that as my father worked to free her, she talked to him and lead him to Christ. I began sobbing at the news. Now I know that when I get to heaven, my father will be standing beside Jesus to welcome me, and that this family would be able to thank him themselves. "

When their baby boy was born, they named him Jacob Matthew in honor of the man who gave his life so mother and baby could live. 

This story should help us to realize two things: First, that though it has been two years since the attacks, we should never let it become a mere tragic memory. And second, but most important, God is always in control. We may not see
the reason behind things, and we may never know this side of heaven, but God is ALWAYS in control.

Please take time to share this amazing story with those you love.
You may never know the impact it may have on someone.

We have had lots of comings and goings in leadership at our 

group.  The most gifted young leader has returned from several 

months in his village, and taken over the main leadership, while the 

group's founder and her husband are attending a month-long  

marriage and family training course in the capital city.


Two singles have gone to the capital for a one-year training 

course.  We trust that being away from home will help them focus 

on their studies, and that their foundation will be strengthened by 

this course.


Becki and another colleague help with children in the group, 

and are encouraged by their interest and growth.  But they have not 

yet found anyone else with a desire to do children's work.

Tom's work

Tom works as office manager in our city for a development 

organization which has nearly 100 expatriate volunteers in the 

country. About twenty are in our city:  some are language 

teachers, others teach family or emergency medicine, and the rest 

work in community development--some as technical advisors in 

their area of expertise, and others more generally in motivating 

people to improve their situation.  As office manager, Tom is 

responsible for the functioning of the office as well as for 

maintaining harmony between all parties.

This role also gives Tom time to continue with his study program--a 

"Master of Arts in Intercultural Studies," with concentrations in 

leadership development & history.  Besides his studies, Tom also 

acts as advisor to our group leaders, edits the translation of a short 

course on marriage, and also works little by little on reading (& 

later translating into English, he hopes), a novel about the Russian 

conquest of this area in the 1860s.  The translation will be useful 

for orientation of workers here, will give our organization useful 

recognition, and may even generate income if it can be good 

enough to publish in the West.
