CONTRACT FOR SALE OF KITTEN/CAT:

1) The buyer accepts the responsibility for caring for the kitten/cat and providing for its welfare, following the breeder's instructions on care, housing, diet, and health. The animal will be kept as an indoor pet.

2) The buyer agrees that the animal will receive regular medical exams, prompt medical care in case of poor health, and be kept free of parasites. The purchaser agrees to not declaw the animal.

3) The buyer agrees to periodical visits by the seller to determine proper care. If, during these visits, the animal is found to be in a neglected condition, the purchaser agrees to relinquish the kitten/cat unconditionally.

4) Registration papers and the animal will be released to the purchaser upon payment in full.

5) All purchase payments and any shipping charges, if applicable, will be prepaid by the purchaser with cash, money order, or cashier's check.

6) The seller makes no guarantee as to the show quality of this kitten/cat.

7) No kitten/cat may be returned for health reasons unless examined by a licensed veterinarian at the purchaser’s expense. This exam must take place within 72 hours of purchase, weekends excluded. The veterinarian must supply a written statement of the diagnosis to include symptoms observed. The seller has the right to a second opinion supplied by a physician of the seller's choice. Kittens/cats returned pursuant to the conditions of this paragraph may be replaced by the seller with a kitten/cat of equal quality as soon as one becomes available or a refund of the purchase price may occur at the seller's discretion. This paragraph is null and void if any evidence of negligence is present.

8) All sales are final.

9) If the animal dies within two weeks of purchase, a post‑mortem will be conducted by a licensed veterinarian at the purchaser's expense. Seller will be contacted about the death within twenty‑four (24) hours. If the death is determined to be the result of a genetic defect, evidenced by the post‑mortem, the kitten/cat will be replaced per Paragraph 7.

10) If the purchaser decides to sell, lease or place the animal, the breeder will be given the right of first refusal. The animal may never be sold to a pet store.

11) If litigation occurs involving this contract, the prevailing party shall be entitled to reasonable attorney's fees, court costs and other incidental and reasonable costs of litigation.

12) Seller shall not be held responsible for any veterinarian bills once the kitten/cat has left seller's premises.

NOTES REGARDING YOUR NEW ANIMAL
FOOD:
Eukanuba dry kibble, Salmon or Chicken, free feed.



Small amt. of wet mixture - Iams canned, all flavors, three tbsp., Salmon, Tuna


with L-Lysine capsule mixed in.  

LITTER:
Clumping type - Tidy Cat, Scoop-Away, Fresh Step, etc.

TOYS:
Balls, hanging toys, stuffed toys, catnip mice, etc.



No plastic toys - they break and pieces can harm the animal.



No paper/bells - they can ingest them.  

No feathered toys unless you are playing with them - they ingest the feathers and the dyes can harm them.

SCRATCHING:


Cats like to sharpen their claws, so having a post or block that they can use is wise.  Carpeted, bound with Sisal rope, or sturdy wood are the best.   

SLEEPING: Cat beds are nice, but unnecessary.  They like high places or your bed best.

HEALTH:
Fleas - any animal can get these parasites, although cats are less likely.  The

best solution is to get the three month treatment from your vet, but purebred  cats can be very sensitive to the chemical.  

Skin conditions - call your breeder for advice on these types of problems.

Nail clipping - buy good clippers at the pet store and clip every two weeks.  Be careful not to clip too short.

Teeth - I use finger brushes and Pet tooth paste purchased at the pet store.  I try to do weekly.  It prevents problems later.

Coat - brushing is important for a number of reasons, both health and disposition related.  A wide-toothed comb, small-toothed comb or flea comb, large wire-spoked brush, and mat slicer are recommended.  Slicker brushes are only an option for the Exotic Shorthairs.  Most grooming tools are based on owners’ preferences.

Bathing - I use GOOP, purchased at Home Depot, for use on the dry cat to remove grease and stains, rubbing into the entire coat, followed by water rinse.  Shampoos/Conditioners I have had success with are:  Mane & Tail, Aussie Volumizer, Kenic, or Jerob (both mail order)- or any shampoo specific to the breed*,  a conditioner (I use Aussie Mega conditioner).  A de-static rinse with 1 Tbsp Downy & 1 Tbsp of Showsheen* for horses in 2 cups of water is the final addition, then rinse thoroughly- essential.  Dry with blow dryer set at low temperature and speed, combing out completely.  

Eyes - clean with an eye cleaner for cats.*
Ears - clean with an ear cleaner for cats*, wipe out with damp wash cloth and Q- Tip.  If brown gunk persists, there may be a mite problem.  Over-the-counter meds do not usually work very effectively.  Your vet has a liquid med placed in ears with a dropper that does work.  The shots are drastic in my opinion. 
*All available at pet stores or online mail order.  Cats with white - bluing shampoo, black or red cats have special shampoos for their color, cats with skin problems - tea tree oil, hydrocortisone or anti-itch ingredient shampoos.
