One Substantiated Essay of 2500-3000 words on 

a topic of your choice.  This, however, must not be a mere expansion of your Short Essay.  Thus, it should be based on a topic SUBSTANTIALLY different from the Short Essay (e.g. one on abortion and the other one on prostitution).

· Please refer to the “Notes on Writing the Substantiated Essay” in the course website for how it should be written.

· The major difference with the Short Essay is this one must be SUBSTANTIATED, meaning you have to cite authorities to support yourself through out.
· If you are not sure how to write it, you may submit drafts to me (no draft accepted for Short Essay though) well before the deadline.  I will comment on your drafts and you can revise it.  No draft is accepted 7 days before the deadline.
· The deadline for submission is 22 December 2000.  Late penalty is 20% off your grade for each day late.
