CAREERS

All boys (and girls) should start to consider seriously their future careers towards the end of their second year, since this will greatly influence their choice of school subjects in subsequent years. While it is hardly likely that you will have a definite job in view at this early stage, you should at least decide the general line you intend to follow, i.e., whether you wish to follow a profession, or work in industry or commerce, in an office or out of doors. The level at which you will work is also important and generally depends on your academic achievements. In general we classify workers as unskilled, skilled or craftsmen, technicians, technologists and professionals.

In modem days most workers are expected or even required to improve their knowledge by attendance at evening classes and various forms of day attendance at Trade Schools, Technical Colleges and Universities, so don't get the idea that when you leave day school your education is complete. Promotion depends in many cases on passing examinations which require considerable study and application.

When applying for a post or a course or an interview, make sure that your application has been sent in before the final date. Late applications, if accepted at all, will only be considered in very special circumstances. Remember that several others, as well qualified or even better qualified than you, have already applied in time.

To help you in your choice you should seek the advice of your parents, others in employment, your teachcrs, the School Careers Staff, the Youth Employment Officers and the Careers Advisory Officers of the Ministry of Labour. Find out the availability of the job, the Entrance Qualifications, the conditions of service and scope, the training and examinations necessary, promotion prospects, and the salary range.

It is important that you should choose well and wisely since the choice you make may well affect the rest of your life. You should then find a job which you like and to which you are suited, so that you will have a happy and interesting working life.
