School Trip to Cairngorms Summer 1966


Last summer, the Lawside Physical Education Department ventured into, a new field when it organised a week's visit to Loch Morlich near Aviemore. The purpose of this visit was to give the Senior pupils a taste of hill-walking and also to instruct them in map-reading and the use of a compass.


The teachers in charge of the two dozen boys from Fifth and Sixth Years were Mr Chaplain, Mr Cameron and Mr Dawson from Training College. Transport to and from Loch Morlich was provided in the form of two mini-buses and two cars and we had a somewhat cramped but nevertheless enjoyable journey. We stayed in the Norwegian Huts on the shores of Loch Morlich which is only a few miles from the Cairngorm ski slopes. These Huts consist of four dormitories, a large dining-room, a kitchen. showers and the usual amenities. Tabletennis and darts could be played in the dining-room.
