of much comment. To some people it seemed an example of extravagance, but the

practical value to the school of having its own swimming pool is clearly shown by the

remarkable increase in the number of pupils who have gained Life‑saving and

Personal Survival Awards. As the following figures show, in one year since coming

to the new school, Lawside pupils have gained 75% as many Life‑saving Awards, and

65% as many Personal Survival Awards, as were won in 4 years at the old school
