First, this exhibit page shows and establishes that this copy of the CFR Title 26 was printed by the U.S. printing office.  As such, inasmuch as that there is evidence of provable fraud in the aforementioned edition thus printed, the principal party of the United States is liable to a certain extent to the people thus harmed by its content.

Note that this edition was published in 1954, the year after its designated title.  But wait, wasn’t there another CFR to come in the future that would claim by “title” the right to be counted for 1954?   Hmmm. But of the two CFR books, one showing as its title 1953, but effective on January 1, 1954, and the other showing its effective date of publication as being in 1956, but claiming that it was for 1954, which one did the IRS desire to have regarded as the true CFR book in effect for 1954?

Well, that answer coming up.  But advanced clue.  It was not the one that factually said that it was effective during 1954, or the 1953 version.  Still, 2 books both vying for the 1954 spot.  Why so much fuss over this particular year when it was not important to have an actual edition for the 1950, 1951, and 1952 years at all.

Forge ahead and see the mystery and the answers continue to unfold.
