Emergency Action Plan (EAP)

1. A properly equipped first aid kit will be provided for each squad.

2. The Football Commissioner and the Cheerleading Commissioner will have injury report forms, medical treatment forms, and accessible telephone numbers.

3. The coaches and coordinator will attend to the injured child, the assistant coaches will provide supervision to the non-injured athletes.

4. Medical assistance will be obtained.

5. Notification of child’s parent and/or emergency contact will be tended to as well as any documentation of the injury.

6. Documentation of child’s injury will include; time of injury, assessment of the nature and severity of injury, and notification of the proper medical personnel as well as parents or guardians of the child.

7. EMT’s and Ambulance is always available during home games.  EMT and/or certified person in CPR is always available on the practice field.
8. Board members and coaches have cell phones present at games and practices.
