From the perspective of a North Carolina student, write a letter to the governor explaining one of the problems facing schools today and offering one or more solutions to that problem.


From the perspective of a citizen of Thebes, write a letter to King Oedipus explaining one of the problems facing your city-state today and offering one or more solutions to that problem. 

Much attention has been given to school violence and peer pressure since the tragedy at Columbine, and your school board is concerned about violence in local schools. From the viewpoint of a student, write a speech you could present to the board regarding the causes of school violence.
From the viewpoint of the leader of the chorus, write a speech you could present to a Greek audience regarding the causes of Oedipus’ blindness at the end of the play.
