PROBLEM-SOLUTION 

A problem-solution composition identifies a problem, a conflict, or issue of concern and presents one or more possible solutions. The issues and significance of the problem should be presented coherently and concisely. Explanations of alternatives should make clear ways in which they can solve the problem. While the composition may include evaluations of the solution(s), the overarching purpose of the composition in this assessment remains to inform rather than to persuade.

· As a finalist for a civic group scholarship contest, write the speech you would give the local civic group on the problem of prejudice, being sure to offer one or more solutions. 

· In recent years, several organizations have approached the subject of human cloning. Now your state senator has asked for input on the subject from young adults who will live with the consequences of these potential actions. Write a letter to the senator explaining the problems of human cloning and offer possible solution(s) to these problems. 

· From the perspective of a North Carolina student, write a letter to the governor explaining one of the problems facing schools today and offering one or more solutions to that problem.
