c) If the reader is engaged and not confused, the writer probably has been effective in establishing a focus.

d) The presence, therefore, of a focus must be determined in light of the method of development chosen by the writer. 

e) If the writer retreats from the subject matter presented in the prompt or addresses it too broadly, the focus is weakened. 

f) Focus is the topic or subject established by the writer in response to the writing task. 

g) If the reader is confused about the subject matter, the writer has not effectively established a focus.
