A Raisin in the Sun Response Project

Your project will be graded based on the following criteria:

· Inclusion of details from the play

· Application of theme, symbol, or motif
· Application of dramatic elements.

Choose one of the following to complete.

1. Monologue—Write a monologue from the point of view of one of the characters from A Raisin in the Sun

2. Set diagram or drawing—Design the Younger family apartment as you think it would appear on stage.  You may render your interpretation in 3D or on paper using whatever materials you think are appropriate.  Explain your choices in a ½ page justification paper.


3. Casting book—Pretend that you are casting your own version of the play and compile a casting book of at least 5 characters from the play.  You may use real, well-known actors, or someone you know or make up.  Each page of your casting book must include a picture and a description of the actor you choose and an explanation of why this person fits the character. (You may not use the actors from the movie)


4. News article sequel—Write a newspaper article on what happens to the Youngers after they move in to Clybourne Park.  You will have to make your own predictions based on your opinions and what we read to “know” what happens.


5. Your own—You invent a way to respond to A Raisin in the Sun.  It must meet all of the criteria listed above and include at least ½ page of writing.
