8.   Be prepared to write two ½-page short essay responses.  You will choose 2 of the following prompts from the following list:
a. Write a speech Janie might have given in her defense at her murder trial.  Be sure to incorporate elements of the plot as well as dialect.


b. Write a poem about Janie.  It should include accurate and considered references all of the following elements of characterization:

1) her appearance
2) at least one personality trait particular to Janie
3) at least one event from her story

The final verses of your poem should express your reaction to Janie’s  overall character.

c. Create a symbol that Nanny might identify with love or marriage.  Explain why you think that symbol aligns with Nanny’s character, using evidence from the novel (no page numbers or quotes required) to support your choice.

d. Draw a monument that Eatonville might erect to honor Jody’s memory.  Explain why you chose that shape and write an inscription for a plaque to be placed on the memorial with specific references to his character and some of his accomplishments from the plot of the novel. (P.S. the drawing does not count toward the ½ page of writing!
