Writing Test Packet

Paragraphs 60%

All paragraphs should be at least Five Sentences long and exhibit strong Focus, Organization, Support and Elaboration, and Style while adhering to standard conventions of grammar and usage.  Each paragraph is worth 10% of the Writing Test Packet grade.

Introduction paragraphs should follow the standard format for introductions given in class, including a thesis sentence.

(1) Problem-Solution Introduction

(1) Cause and Effect Introduction

(1) Definition Introduction

Body paragraphs should include a topic sentence, at least 2 support details, and analysis.  It is recommended that they be continuations of one of the introduction paragraphs or thesis sentences.  The body paragraphs do not have to connect with each other, but they must connect with a recognizable thesis sentence.

(2) Body paragraphs

The conclusion paragraph must connect with one of the introduction paragraphs and follow the format given in class.

(1) Conclusion

Thesis Sentences (30%)

All thesis sentences should refer directly to the prompt and contain summaries of all points that would be addressed in a complete essay.  Each thesis sentence is worth 3% of the Writing Test Packet grade.

Essay Analysis (10%)

Each student must choose one essay, either from the samples provided, from another student, or one of his or her own.  Included in the analysis will be 1) a copy of the scored essay, 2) a score in each of the Five scoring categories with a complete sentence explaining each of the 5 scores.

Extra Credit (up to 15%)

You may design or find a graphic organizer you could use before writing 1) a Problem-solution Essay, 2) a Cause and Effect Essay (cause), 3) a Cause and Effect essay (effect), 4) a Definition essay.  Each graphic organizer you submit is worth up to 5% extra credit on your Writing Test Packet, depending on its completeness
