Lesson Plan Discussion Paper

I will be teaching my lesson to one of the three AGSC 101 classes being taught this fall at Madisonville High School. The class has 14 freshmen. My topic for the lesson is Uses of Proper Etiquette and Behavior.


To catch the student’s interest I will hand out various props at the beginning of class associated with the topic (e.g. utensils, cell phone, etc). These are things we use everyday or on special occasions. I want the student to connect the props to an event, and then consider what “rules” we know or don’t know that guide our behaviors at that event.


My class period will be the last one for the day. In addition, I will be teaching on a Friday, therefore I anticipate the students will be restless. I have chosen a variety of methods to keep their attention, but yet allow them to “get out of their seats” while they learn. I begin with a written exercise (writing definitions) to focus their attention.  By having the students come up with their own example first I can gauge where their thoughts are on the subject of etiquette and good behaviors. I continue with a mix of interactive learning/practice (learning how to introduce themselves, telephone courtesy tips), matching (table setting diagram) and fill in the blank (from PPT and lecture). I conclude with the role-play exercise so that the students can put their newly learned skills to the “test.”


I chose to use the Hole-in-One Moment and the Go Get It Moment during the lesson. The Hole-in-One moment was suggested as a useful tool in learning a social skill. This made it a perfect match to teach the personal manners section of the lesson. By visualization I could walk the students through the process of making introductions. 

In presenting the material related to telephone courtesy I wanted to include specific tips on cell phone etiquette and give the students the opportunity to practice telephone skills. To do this I chose to incorporate the Go Get It moment. The students will get more information Inside of looking at more slides and listening to me, the students will be able to interact and practice a skill. 

By combining the skills presented in class with a possible real life scenario I believed the students would enjoy the activity and retain the information. To me agricultural education is about making lessons real whenever possible! No, the FFA Chapter Banquet probably won’t have fancy dinnerware and silverware, but there is always the possibility of a state award banquet or…

If the students participate in the activities, complete the handouts and meet the requirements (e.g. criteria), I will know the students have learned the objectives.

My concerns in teaching this lesson to my group of high school students are having enough time to complete all activities or not enough material. I am also concerned about being nervous thus talking to fast and saying something I shouldn’t. 

This assignment gives me template to work from as I move on to student teaching and later as a professional AGSC teacher. A template in the sense of what is expected of me in planning future lessons, how much time is involved in preparing for my classes, and where to find teacher resources. More specifically, to remember who my audience is and what, when, and how I say it, matters.
