Scope and Sequence Discussion


For my scope and sequence and discussion I have chosen AGSC 363: Floral Design and Interior Landscape Development course.  In order not to become overwhelmed I chose this course because its TEKS requirement was shorter than some and floral design is one of my favorite activities.  In the following paragraphs I will be discussing my rationale for course content, what I expect my students to gain from this course, and how this assignment will benefit me later on as a professional AGSC teacher.
The first six weeks will begin with the aesthetic benefits and history of floral design to provide a foundation for the course.  I have included employers’ expectations, work habits, etc to set the tone and remind students of the type of behavior and attitudes I expect from the students.  Discussing SAE programs will give me the opportunity to reinforce their current project or provide ideas for future projects in the area of floral design/interior landscape development.  Next, I chose to present the classification and identification of flowers and plants used in floral design.  Before beginning instructions on cutting techniques, use of preservatives, chemicals, etc, I have chosen to cover personal safety for the classroom and in the workplace.  The first six weeks will conclude with the students evaluating their geometric floral designs using cut flowers.  
The second six weeks is divided by spring break.  Designing and evaluating floral designs will keep the students attention as spring break approaches.  Following spring break the students will identify careers and entrepreneurship opportunities in the field of floral design and apply their knowledge from class in developing a business concept.  This could lead into a class project or individual/group assignments related to the TEKS (corsages and boutonnieres, floral designs for special occasions) I have chosen to cover for week five and six. 
The third six weeks would cover interior landscape development.  The first three weeks will cover the basics of interior landscape.  In the fourth week students will identify careers and entrepreneurship opportunities specific to the interior landscape development.  The students will apply their knowledge from class by developing a business concept related to interior landscape development.  The last two weeks the student will demonstrate design principles.  
By participating in this course I hope the student will gain knowledge and skills related to employment and potential career opportunities in the field of floral design and interior landscape development.  I hope the student will gain an appreciation of plants and flowers as art forms and become informed consumers.

This assignment has provided an introduction to me of the time and attention required in preparing to teach agricultural science courses.  I have also uncovered materials available to develop daily lesson plans.  Finally, the benefits of this assignment comes in the form of a template, or step by step method, which I can follow to plan any other course I will be required to teach as an agricultural science teacher.
