Dr. Forsythe had three projects he had suggested the Lampasas FFA chapter historian to work on for the year. One such project she had not gotten to and Dr. Forsythe suggested I work on it. He had wanted a list of all Lampasas FFA chapter presidents since vocational education at Lampasas High School had begun. 


It was decided that the best source of information would be old high school annuals. So I visited both the city library and the school library. The Lampasas City Library had many early issues. In the 1939 annual it was recorded, “Vocational Agriculture was re-established in the Lampasas schools on July 1, 1938. On September 12, he first day of school, the enrollment for the department was thirty-five.” The first president was Hoffman Hendrix, “a typical young ranchman of the modern days.”

Some of the early annuals did not list chapter officers, and some did not have a group picture, only photographs of the students with their projects or other program activities, such as shearing sheep, surveying, building feed troughs, gates etc.  One unusual event was the chapter play, “Arizona Dude Ranch” featured in the 1941 annual and it included “girls.”
