I. Long Term Objectives

This unit on The Giver will serve as the beginning way for students interact with, and understand literature. Taking advantage of the multiple learning styles of the students, multiple group work projects will be assigned, also helping fostering the ability to work together. 

II. Shorter Term Objectives

The main objective to this unit on The Giver is to show students how to read a novel with the ability to show some sort of analysis to the characters and their plot points. Their ability to read and write will both be shown as they try to make their way through the text. The job of the educator, in this 4 week lesson plan, is to facilitate the discussion as well as possible, pointing them through the important plot elements in the book.   

III. Time Unit 

This is a 4-week unit plan, 5 days a week at a 40-45 minute class period.

IV. Context 

This unit can be taught to either an upper middle school class (8th grade) or a lower High School class (9th grade). The socioeconomic status bias and the linguistic background bias should be almost non-existent in this unit, for the stress of “sameness” and “unity” are in the literature, and will also be in the classroom.

V. Assessment
            Included are 4 weekly quizzes and 1 unit exam.
Lesson Plan: Day One (Friday)

Objective:

· Allow the students to gain a feel for a number of the concepts prevalent in The Giver. 
Motivation:

· This will serve as an introduction to the novel. Students will gain a general feel of the meaning of a group and a community.
Materials / Resources:
