Cavaliers use trust to stay perfect

Every player for Lord Botetourt scores in its second-highest victory margin this season.

DALEVILLE -- A post-up basket. A long jumper. Three layups. Three more jumpers, including a 3-pointer.

As the second quarter passed its midpoint, Lord Botetourt had eight field goals. And as has been typical of the strongest girls' basketball team in Timesland, each was scored by a different player.

Offense, said Cavaliers center Rebecca Mikulas, "is a lot easier when you have a whole team that you can trust."

Thursday night the Cavaliers again proved themselves worthy of that trust, preserving their perfect record with a 60-27 home win against Blue Ridge District rival William Fleming.

All 11 players scored for Botetourt (19-0, 6-0), which tuned up for a tough game this weekend by posting its second-largest margin of the season.

"Some girls will have their [big] nights every once in a while, but we spread the ball around pretty well," said senior wing Betsy Richmond, one of six Cavaliers with at least six points.

Botetourt, one of three unbeaten girls' teams in VHSL Group AA, led 22-9 after Mikulas became the first Cavalier to get her second field goal.

"They broke my girls' spirit early," said Fleming coach Jimmy Bulls, whose team dropped to 8-9 (2-4) with a third straight loss.

Senior guards Ashley Simmons and Janee Jennings tried to shoulder the offensive load for the visitors, but the Cavaliers were too much.

Early in the fourth quarter, the Colonels trailed by 30 and still had only 15 points.

Having to feed the ball to one or two players "can be a big weakness for a team," said Mikulas, who scored a game-high 10 points.

In Botetourt's system, on the other hand, "you're just making sure that you get the ball to someone who's open. Defenses collapse easy if you keep passing the ball like we do."

Saturday the show goes on the road for a game at Valley District power Turner Ashby. It could be the toughest challenge yet for Botetourt, which will close the regular season next week against Blue Ridge foes Alleghany and William Byrd.

With Mikulas and Lindsey Forbes up front and a deep backcourt led by Cathy Wright and Courtney Hartman, the Cavaliers like their chances. But the outcome, coach Chuck Pound pointed out, won't directly affect their postseason chances.

"A lot of people were talking about it around the school and building it up ... [but] this is a fun game," Pound said. "We go and we play as hard as we can. We're playing a good team. We'll kind of see where we are. We're on their floor.

"You know, we're going up there to win the ballgame, but we also know if we don't come away with the win, it doesn't affect anything that's going on down here."
