Manns enjoys happy homecoming at PH

William Fleming girls’ basketball coach Troy Manns is no stranger to the game of basketball and no stranger to the gym, where his Lady Colonels upended host Patrick Henry 52-38 Friday night.

The former Patriots standout and boys’ assistant was even quite familiar with coaching at his alma mater, as an assistant to the boys’ team. 

But in his first weekend as a head coach at any level, calling the shots was something foreign to the 32-year-old who also played and coached college basketball.

“It’s definitely different. I’ve been around basketball all my life but this was the first time I was the man in the hot seat,” Manns said. “As an assistant, you can make suggestions and nobody points the finger at you. But I relish it.”

Manns also relished a 14-point Fleming win where every Colonel scored.

Fleming (1-1) forced 30 turnovers and hit 9-of-12 free throws in the fourth quarter to keep Patrick Henry trailing by double digits throughout the period.

“I thought we were impatient,” Patriots coach Toree Morris said. “They handled the pressure a little bit better than we did and they made a few less mistakes.”

After a low-scoring, high-turnover first quarter by both, Fleming stretched a 10-9 lead to a seven-point margin behind six points from Brittini Taylor. Patrick Henry (0-1) countered with a 6-2 run behind baskets by three different Patriots but still trailed 24-17 at the half.

Fleming quickly pulled away with a 10-2 spurt to start the second half. The Patriots cut the lead to 10 to end the third quarter, but that’s as close as Patrick Henry would get.

Tiasia McGeorge paced the Colonels with 10 points, including two 3s, while Bianca Jones finished with a game-high 12 points for the Patriots.

“We were much more aggressive the second half,” Manns said. “And whether it’s girls or boys, in a PH Fleming setting you just have to get the nerves out.”

Now that the nerves from Manns’ debut are out, the coach smiled and said, “I enjoyed it but it’s not about me. I want the kids to have fun and I want them to see the benefits of hard work.”

Break hurts Colonels

Fresh legs can be overrated.

After not playing basketball since Dec. 22, William Fleming High School's girls were plenty rested.

Too rested, in the view of their coach.

"We are never, ever going to not play in a Christmas tournament again," first-year Colonels coach Troy Manns said. "We were rolling before we hit the break."

William Byrd, by contrast, looked as though it had been playing three games a week for a month or more. Thus with their game functioning at near-midseason efficiency, the host Terriers routed Fleming 61-34 Thursday night in the Blue Ridge District opener for both teams.

There wasn't much Byrd (5-7, 1-0) did wrong. Eleven of 12 girls scored. They outrebounded their guests by 11 and made 10 more field goals, which was the same margin they outscored Fleming from the foul line.

Byrd, which led by as many as 31 points, canned 18 of 22 foul shots.

"I don't like to punish girls for missing shots, but in practice, if they don't make 80 percent of their free throws, they're going to run," said the Terriers' Gale Moore, another first-year head coach.

Byrd seems to be hitting a nice stride right on schedule. 

"We knew that going through, things were going to take some time," said Byrd guard Rebecca Bays, who was 8-for-9 from the stripe. "The coach kept telling us that in practice, things were looking better, things were looking better. We knew as a team that once we started playing better defense, the offense would naturally come."

Bays scored seven of her team-high 12 points in the first half as the Terriers rolled to a 30-15 lead. The Colonels were just 6-for-24 from the field before halftime, and the Terriers controlled the backboards 22-16 in the first half.

Byrd had only 11 turnovers, five in the second half.

"Turnovers have really killed us in the first couple of games," Bays said.

It didn't get much better for Fleming (6-4, 0-1) in the second half.

"It's a matter of us getting back to what we need to do to get better," Manns said. "They played their best and we played probably the worst game we've played."

Tiasia McGeorge had one of the Colonels' four 3-pointers and led all scorers with 13 points.

Bays was the catalyst for Byrd all night. She was a welcome addition to the lineup after missing time due to injury during the Terriers' Christmas tournament. 

"When she came back, she gave us all a boost," said guard Jessica Rigsby, who scored eight points. 

The Terriers played four girls in the post and they all played well, none better than freshman Sammi Webster, who earned her first start. She contributed seven points, five rebounds and three blocked shots before fouling out.

"She's aggressive and that's what we need in the post," Moore said.
