6 a side Tournament Rules

General:

1. All qualifying games to be played one way with game duration of 8 minutes one way.

2. All quarter/semi/finals to be 5 minutes each way. Extra time to be 3 minutes one way and golden goal rule will apply.  An out player from each team removed after every minute. Penalty shoot outs to be used in the event of a tie after extra time with 5 penalties to be taken by each team.

3. Players can only play for the team in which they are registered with.

4. Clubs with more than one team in the competition are NOT permitted to mix players between teams.

5. All players must be below the relevant age as at the 31st August 2003 (age groups for season 2003/4 will apply).

6. Any player sent off or receives 2 cautions throughout the competition, will take no further part in the tournament.

7. The referees and organisers decisions are final.

8. Any team failing to fulfil a fixture will have a 0-2 awarded against them.

9. All teams to play with the relevant ball size as per FA guidelines.

10. Qualifying groups to be decided in the following order – Goal difference, Goals for, Goals against.  If teams are still tied then a penalty shoot out will take place.

Play:

Gaolkeepers:

20. Keepers can only throw the ball out although saves with feet are permitted.

21. If the keeper deliberately kicks the ball out, a free kick 2 yards outside the “D” will be awarded.

22. The keeper is allowed out of his area as per FA rules.

23. The keeper cannot handle the ball outside the “D”.
