3. Adverbs of Manner and Degree (Target Unit 2) 

4. Some, Any, No, None (Target Unit 3)

5. Connectives of Time “When” & “While” (Target Unit 1)

6. Past Continuous Tense (Target Unit 7)

The presentation should last for 20 – 25 minutes.

Objectives: -  To help students revise the mentioned grammar points which have previously been taught by the teacher.

· To provide an opportunity for students to play an active role in searching for grammatical knowledge collaboratively by themselves, instead of being passively taught by the teacher.

· To provide a chance for the students to conduct an oral presentation with the aid of the multimedia equipment.

Suggested Procedures for Preparing for the Presentation

1. Decide, with your groupmates, on which grammar point to introduce.

2. Read the descriptions of that particular grammar point in Target (both textbook and     

grammar book) thoroughly and gather the following information
i.  Structure of the grammar point 

          ii.  Usage of the grammar point (when and for what purposes is it used)

         iii.  Sentences containing the grammar point (examples)

* You may also refer to other reference books/materials as well *

3. Discuss with your groupmates and decide on how to present the gathered  

information most clearly and the format of your presentation. 

4. Prepare the PowerPoint file, handouts and any other materials you need for 

your presentation.

5. Rehearse your presentation for several times and make any necessary final  

changes. 

Remember that your teacher is always available to offer you advice and guidance at any of these stages. *
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Suggested Framework of the Presentation
1. Introducing the grammar point
