--Mid-autumn Festival

Teaching Steps:

Section A General Information about the Mid-Autumn Festival

1. Teacher first distributes the worksheet to the students, and gives them a few minutes to read through it and fill in the blanks without any use of the computer.

2. Teacher allows students to use the computer in finding out the terms needed in the blanks. If necessary, teacher needs to demonstrate how to use the “search” function of the Internet Explorer (IE) to find the desired information. 

3. Teacher checks answers with students.

* The aim of this task is to make students experience using the “search” function of IE 

in finding the information that they want. 

Section B Further Internet Searching

4. Teacher confirms that students understand what the task requirements are and facilitates them to fulfill such requirements by, say, helping them solve any technical problems.

5. Teacher checks answers with students and, at the same time, indicates to them where they can find such answers in the respective homepages.

* The aim of this activity is to consolidate students’ grasp of searching information on the Internet and, to a lesser extent, to train their scanning skills. 

Section C Sending E-cards

6. Teacher leads students to follow the steps listed on the worksheet and compose and send their e-cards to their friends/relatives/teachers.

* In this activity, students are expected to make use of their understanding of the Mid-Autumn Festival developed in performing the previous tasks in writing the short essays in their own e-cards.
