Longman Target English—Chapter One 
—Teaching Steps in using the PowerPoint File

Pre-Reading

1. Teacher starts the lesson by asking the students the few introductory questions in  slide # 1.

2. Teacher writes down the names of the films given by the students on the blackboard, and groups them accordingly under the different categories

3. Teacher teaches the names of the different types of films with the examples given in the following slides of the PowerPoint file.

4. Teacher instructs the students to do the “fill in the blanks” exercise on pages 2-3, which involves the different film types and adjectives describing them. 

Reading

5. Teacher asks students to skim the reading passage within four minutes and to try to remember the sequence of the events described.

6. Teacher asks students to close their books and then shows them the PowerPoint slide with the ten event statements (slide # 12).

7. Teacher asks students to arrange, individually or in small groups, the sequence of the ten events in chronological order.

8. Teacher checks the answers with the students with the slides provided (slides # 13 – 21), during which teacher refers students back to the respective paragraphs in the passage to which each event belongs, illustrating the main ideas and teaching the vocabulary items in those paragraphs (as shown on the slides).
