Longman Target English—Chapter Two
—Teaching Steps in using the PowerPoint File

Pre-Reading

1. Teacher starts the lesson by asking the students who their favourite cartoon characters are, and the features in their appearance.

2. Teacher teaches the words commonly used to describe the features of the cartoon characters, using the examples provided in the slides # 3-8 of the PowerPoint file.

3. Teacher instructs the students to do the vocabulary building exercise on page 18, which can serve to consolidate students’ understanding of the ‘features’ vocabulary. 

Reading

4. Teacher arranges the students into four groups and explains the details of the competition: Each group should compete to scan the reading passage (line 20 onwards) so as to find out the answers to the following eight questions about Snoopy (slides 9- 17) as quickly as possible. The group which gives the largest number of correct answers will win the competition.

5. Teacher summarises the remaining major ideas of the reading passage (i.e. those about Amanda’s homepage) and discusses the vocabulary items with them.
