—Teaching Steps in using the PowerPoint File

Pre-Reading

1. Teacher starts the lesson by stimulating students’ schemata and eliciting from the students, if possible, the background information of Halloween (slide # 2). Such information forms part of the contents of the reading passage.  

2. Teacher asks students to give the names of the scary costumes in which people usually dress up (slides # 4 – 8). 

3. Teacher instructs the students to do the vocabulary building exercise on page 34, which includes, in addition to the costumes, the second theme of the reading passage—Halloween activities. 

Reading

4. Teacher asks students to scan the reading passage so as to identify the lines discussing the two major Halloween activities—“Apple Bobbing” & “Trick or treat”.

5. Teacher elicits from students the details about the two activities (slides # 10 – 11).

6. Teacher asks students to finish the fact sheets on page 37 of the textbook by integrating all the information that they have acquired.

7. Teacher checks the answers with the students.

8. Teacher explains any extra vocabulary items that have nit been included.
