1 PAPER 1: Essay

1.1 In this paper, 12 questions will be set to give candidates the opportunity to read extensively and express an informed, critical, creative and relevant response to issues relating to the topic areas given below.  The questions will not be set in any particular order.

1.2 The suggested topic areas are:

· Historical, social, economic, political and philosophical topics

· Science including its history, philosophy, general principles, current developments and applications

· Mathematical and geographical topics

· Literature and language

· Arts and crafts

· Topics of local interest and national concern

1.3 Questions will not necessarily be set on every topic area.  They will be general in nature and require candidates to draw their knowledge from across disciplines as well as to show an awareness of current, global and significant local/national issues. The ability to convey a sustained and well thought-out argument will be credited.

2 PAPER 2: Comprehension

2.1 One or two passages of continuous prose will be set. The passage(s) should allow for comparative analysis.

2.2 There will be a range of questions on the text(s), requiring candidates to demonstrate their ability to comprehend, explain, infer, evaluate and summarise. 

Candidates will also be required to synthesize information and respond to concepts or ideas conveyed. They will apply their response, based on their understanding and interpretation of the text(s) as a whole, to a task derived from the text(s).
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
