Chapter 1:  Foundations of Army JROTC and Getting Involved
Lesson 2:  The Past and Purpose of Army JROTC                                                                  Time: 90 minutes
Lesson Preview/Setup:

Energizer -- Provide a basketball for cadet teams to play a team game. Cadets consider the role of teamwork and positive reinforcement in educational setting.

Inquire – Preview the Student Learning Plan for details about this lesson. Prepare computers for Internet access and/ or history books. Display a Double Bubble Map sample. Cadets research war and historical topics that impacted the world. Compare training and leadership necessary to that of JROTC purpose. 

Gather – Provide chart paper and markers for cadets to illustrate the five key points about Army JROTC.

Process – Display debate topics on board. Prepare computers for Internet access. Cadets debate a position pertaining to military and education.

Apply – Provide chart paper and markers. Display Video 1 and distribute the Purpose of Army JROTC Assessment Task. Cadets create a team project depicting the key points and purpose of JROTC.
Lesson Objectives

Describe the U.S. congressional act that created JROTC

Identify the JROTC program outcomes

Explain significant historical events that combined military training and education

Define key words:  conflict resolution, cultural diversity, National Defense Act, leadership
Lesson Plan
Icebreaker/Energizer:

Direct Cadet Focus:
Ask cadets to think about the process involved in this activity and how teamwork and training are important, and how improvements can be made with positive reinforcement.
Learning Activity:
1. Lead cadets to find a partner.
2. Direct each pair to join hands so they can support a basketball.  
3. Have the pair’s line up next to each other.  
4. Set the ball on the hands of the first pair.
5. Pass the ball to the pair that is standing next to you on the right.  
6. Explain that the word “Hooah” is an infantry word, which loosely defined means, “Anything but no!”
7. Instruct cadets to shout “Hooah” and sit down, after they have passed the ball.  
8. Remind cadets to record responses to the reflection questions into their Cadet Notebook. 
Reflection:                                                                                                               
Use these questions as tools to focus cadet discussion, reflection, and note taking:
· How did the first few pairs hold their hands to catch the ball and pass it on? 
· What did later pairs learn from the previous actions? 
· The pairs at the end had the idea fairly well but still were somewhat slow. What could be done to
      improve all the participants?  
Total Time:  10 minutes
Phase 1 -- Inquire:

Setup: 
1. Place 4 topics on the wall.  

2. Provide history books as resources for the cadets.

3. Prepare computers with Internet access for student research.

4. Distribute the Useful Websites document and other resources(history books)

5. Display a Double Bubble Map Sample. 

Direct Cadet Focus:
1. Guide cadets to preview the information in the Student Learning Plan including the competency, learning objectives, performance standards, key words, learning activities and assessment activities. 

2. Guide cadets to read Student Learning Activities 1 and 2.

3. Ask cadets to think about the relationship between the military and education and how war and historical events impacted the world.

Learning Activity:
(addresses Student Learning Activities 1 and 2)

1.  Divide the class into 3-4 teams.

2.  Place a few topics on the wall and instruct cadets to choose which topic they would like to discuss or which one they think they know something about.

Note: Topic suggestions include - the Greek Spartans, Roman Legion, Japanese Samurai, Napoleon, Alexander the Great, and Nazi Germany, Custer at Little Big Horn or choose other countries, armies, or individuals that may have some relevance to the topic or that you know something about.

3.  Guide cadets to spend a few minutes researching their topics from history books or the Internet. Note: The Useful Websites document contains a few website addresses for assistance in this activity.
4.  Instruct teams to illustrate how these particular events and the relevant people involved may have been impacted by specific training or education. 
5. Guide cadets to create a Double-Bubble Map comparing and contrasting the JROTC Purpose of military education and leadership training to the education or training required during the event chosen.   
6. Remind cadets to record responses to the reflection questions into their Cadet Notebook.

Use these questions as tools to focus cadet discussion, reflection, and note taking:
· What did you discover about the relationship between the military and education?

· How did this activity help you understand the historical significance of wars?
· How do you think this will influence you in your studies?
Total Time:  15 minutes
Phase 2 -- Gather:

Setup: 

1. Display a variety of Thinking Map® samples. 
2. Provide chart paper and markers for teams to use. 

Direct Cadet Focus:
1. Guide cadets to read student Learning Activities 3 and 4 in their Student Learning Plan.

2. Ask cadets to focus on the key points behind the purpose of JROTC. 

Learning Activity:
(addresses Student Learning Activities 3 and 4)

1. Divide cadets into teams. 

2. Instruct cadets to read the Lesson 2: The Purpose of Army JROTC from Chapter 1 of the student text. “Military and Education: Historical Connections” Remind cadets to answer the lesson review.   

3. Guide each team to identify five key points about Army JROTC and illustrate them in a visual tool (Thinking Map® or Graphic Organizer) of their choice. 

4. Instruct teams to share their visual tools and compare the various key points about Army JROTC.

5. Instruct each team to prepare a quiz and answer key with five questions and exchange their quiz with another team until all teams have had an opportunity to “pass” each quiz. Option: Use CPS to answer questions in team activity.

6. Remind cadets to add lesson review answers and responses to the reflection questions into their Cadet Notebook.

Use these questions as tools to focus cadet discussion, reflection, and note taking:
· What have you learned about the impact of the military on education?

· Why should or should not American military institutions continue to associate with education?
Total Time:  20 minutes
Phase 3 -- Process:

Setup:

1.  Display the following debate topics on the board or chart paper.

· Should Army JROTC be allowed to continue in public education? 

· Does the military have a positive or negative impact on American society?  

· Does public education help the military accomplish its missions?” 

2.  Prepare the computers with Internet access for any additional research necessary.

Direct Cadet Focus:
1. Guide cadets to read Student Learning Activities 5 and 6 in their Student Learning Plan. 

2. Ask cadets to think about the affirmative or negative positions of each topic in order to determine how they will argue their position and what their opponent may state; or reflect on a time without military presence.

Learning Activity:
(addresses Student Learning Activities 5 and 6)
1. Pair cadets and assign them a debate position of “affirmative” or “negative”. 

2. Ask cadets to choose one of the posted debate topics from the board.

3. Provide cadets time to identify key points supporting their position.  

4. Instruct cadets to debate the question from their “affirmative” or “negative” position.  

5. Encourage cadets to record key arguments for both positions. 

6. Hold a formal debate on the topic: 

· Each cadet has one minute to identify his or her main argument.  

· Following the main arguments each cadet has 30 seconds to respond to the key points raised by his or her partner.  

· To conclude the debate each cadet has another 30-second response.  

· Cadets will have an additional 1-minute to record the main points raised by their partner.  

· Cadets will record key arguments for both positions.   

· Cadets will change positions on the issue, find a new partner, and engage in another debate following the same timetable. 

7.   Remind cadets to record responses to reflection questions into their Cadet Notebook. 
Reflection:                                                                                                               
Use these questions as tools to focus cadet discussion, reflection, and note taking:
· What were some common threads you noticed in each of the charts? 

· What are the major contributions of military organizations on society?

· Under what conditions could a world without some form of military really exist? 
Total Time:  20 minutes

Phase 4 -- Apply:

Setup:

1. Provide chart paper, markers in the classroom for the cadets to use.

2. Display Video 1: My Name is Drill.

3. Distribute the Purpose of Army JROTC Assessment Task. 

4. Display a Multi-Flow Map Sample to assist cadets with assessment task. 

Direct Cadet Focus:
1. Read student Learning Activities 7 and 8 in the Student Learning Plans. 

2. Ask cadets to think about the military’s influence on cadets, society and education.
Learning Activity: 
(addresses Student Learning Activities 7 and 8)

1. Divide cadets into three teams. Have each team select one of the following projects:

· Role play a cadet who has graduated from Army JROTC or

· Create a ballad or rap of a person or community influenced by military, or
· Make a television ad script that explains the purpose of Army JROTC in schools.  
Note: Video 1 will provide an example of a rap that is used to teach. 

2. Cadets work on team project.

3. Instruct teams that their project must include the five key points about Army JROTC and its purpose in education.

4. Instruct teams to present their project to class.  

5. Remind cadets to add responses to reflection questions into their Cadet Notebook.

Use these questions as tools to focus cadet discussion, reflection, and note taking:
· How did this activity impact you?

· How are you feeling about the influence of the military on society?
· Why is it important that you understand the interaction between military and education?
Assessment:    (addresses Student Assessment Activities 1 and 2)
Cadets complete the Purpose of Army JROTC Assessment Task and use the scoring guide to self-assess their work before submitting it for evaluation. 

Time:  25 minutes
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
