Lesson 7:  Proudly We Sing - The National Anthem                                                                     Time: 90 minutes
Lesson Preview/Setup:  

Energizer – Select a patriotic reading, prepare to play Audio 1 and display the flag.  Arrange cadets in partners so they share how music evokes certain emotions in a Think and Listen activity.

Inquire – Guide cadets to the learning objectives and key words in their Student Learning Plan to preview the lesson activities.  Prepare to play Audio 2, display a Bubble Map, and distribute chart paper and markers so cadet teams list what they know about the “Star Spangled Banner” while listening to the Anthem.

Gather – Prepare to brief cadets and play Audios 3 and 4 so cadets become familiar with the national march and bugle call.   Have copies of US CODE 36, Chapter 10 and a list of websites related to the National Anthem to guide cadets as they create skits about the National Anthem.

Process – Have flags, flag poles, flag stands, and Audio 2 available.  Arrange for cadets to present skits and role-plays about the National Anthem. 
Apply – Distribute Assessment Tasks and have flags and Audio 2 available so cadets prepare for and rehearse a ceremony to display the flag during the playing of the National Anthem.
Lesson Objectives

Explain the history of the National Anthem

Describe cadet courtesies when the National Anthem is played

Explain the history of the official National March

Define key words:  anthems, bombardment, national march, symbol, "The Star-Spangled Banner", under arms
Lesson Plan
Icebreaker/Energizer
Setup
1. Select a patriotic reading that you (or a volunteer cadet) will read to the cadets as they listen to “The Battle Hymn of the Republic.”

2. Set up the tape/CD player so Audio 1:  The Battle Hymn of the Republic is ready to play softly as background music during the patriotic reading.  

3. Display the flag and arrange the classroom so the cadets can all see the flag during the reading.

Direct Cadet Focus:
Ask cadets to think about how music can evoke certain emotions and what music makes them feel patriotic.  

Learning Activity:
1. Play Audio 1 as you (or a volunteer cadet) share a patriotic reading.

2. Guide cadets to work with a partner to participate in a Think and Listen activity to think about how music can spark certain emotions and to share what music makes him or her feel patriotic.  While one cadet listens quietly and attentively the other cadet partner will think out loud for one minute.  Play “The Battle Hymn of the Republic” softly in the background.      

3. Guide cadet partners to reverse roles after one minute and repeat the Think and Listen activity.

Use these questions as tools to focus cadet discussion, reflection, and note taking:

· Why are songs are often thought of as patriotic?
· What emotions are present during a patriotic song?

· What are some other patriotic songs that you know? 

Total Time:  10 minutes
Phase 1 -- Inquire:

Setup: 

1. Distribute or reference Lesson 7 Student Learning Plans.
2. Distribute chart paper and markers to cadet pairs.
3. Prepare to play Audio 2:  Star Spangled Banner while cadets complete the Learning Activity.
4. Display Bubble Map sample titled “Feelings During the National Anthem”.
Direct Cadet Focus:
1. Guide cadets to preview the information in the Student Learning Plan including the competency, core abilities, performance standards, learning objectives, key words, learning activities, and assessment activities.

2. Guide cadets to read Learning Activities 1 and 2 in their Student Learning Plans.

3. Ask cadets to think about when they have heard the National Anthem. 

Learning Activity:
(addresses Student Learning Activities 1 and 2)
1. Divide the cadets into pairs.  

2. List situations when the National Anthem is played and guide each cadet pair to create a Bubble Map (or Sunshine Wheel) to describe how a person might feel while hearing the National Anthem.  Instruct cadets to generate feelings from four different viewpoints of their choice.  Examples of viewpoints are:  veteran, athlete, young child, someone from another country.  Guide each cadet to circle those situations s/he has witnessed.  

3. Play Audio 2 as the cadets work on their maps. 

4. Guide cadets to share their maps.

Use these questions as tools to focus cadet discussion, reflection, and note taking:
· How do you feel about the National Anthem?

· What did you learn from your partner?

Total Time:  10 minutes
Phase 2 -- Gather:

Setup:

1. Prepare to brief cadets on the history of the national march (John Philip Sousa’s Stars and Stripes Forever) and protocol to follow when the bugle call, “To the Colors,” is heard.

2. Prepare to play Audio 3:  Stars and Stripes Forever and Audio 4:  To the Colors.
3. Have copies of the U.S. Code 36, Chapter 10 (regarding patriotic customs) available. 
4. Have computers available with Internet connection available, if possible.  

5. Prepare a list of web sites that feature the National Anthem and patriotic customs.

Direct Cadet Focus:
1. Guide cadets to read Student Learning Activities 3 and 4 in their Student Learning Plans.

2. Ask cadets to think about how people show honor during the National Anthem. 

Learning Activity:
1. Brief cadets on the history of the national march and protocol to follow when the bugle call, “To the Colors,” is heard.  Play Audio 3 and Audio 4 so cadets become familiar with the music.

2. Divide the cadets into three teams:  Red, White, and Blue.  

3. Instruct each team to use information from Lesson 7:  Proudly We Sing—The National Anthem of Chapter 1 in the student text, U.S. Code 36, and Internet sources to gather information about the topic assigned below.  Guide each team to create a skit or role-play about:  

Red Team:
the origins of our National Anthem
White Team:  
showing respect when our National Anthem is played in a variety of situations
Blue Team:
showing respect during the playing of a friendly foreign country’s national anthem 

Guide cadet to add responses to review questions to Cadet Notebook.
4. Brief cadets on the history of the national march and protocol to follow when the bugle call, “To the Colors,” is heard.  Play Audio 3 and Audio 4 so cadets become familiar with the music.

5. Divide the cadets into three teams:  Red, White, and Blue.  

6. Instruct each team to use information from Lesson 7:  Proudly We Sing—The National Anthem of Chapter 1 in the student text, U.S. Code 36, and Internet sources to gather information about the topic assigned below.  Guide each team to create a skit or role-play about:  

Red Team:
the origins of our National Anthem
White Team:  
showing respect when our National Anthem is played in a variety of situations
Blue Team:
showing respect during the playing of a friendly foreign country’s national anthem

Use these questions as tools to focus cadet discussion, reflection, and note taking:

· What did you learn about the National Anthem and other national patriotic music?

· What can you do with this information?
Total Time:  30 minutes
Phase 3 -- Process:

Setup:

1. Have Audio 2 from LET DVD available for cadets.

2. Have flags, flag stands, and flag poles available for cadets. 

Direct Cadet Focus:
1. Guide cadets to read Learning Activities 5 and 6 in their Student Learning Plans.

2. Ask cadets to think about what they have learned so far about patriotic music.

Learning Activity:
(addresses Student Learning Activities 5 and 6 and Assessment Activity 2)
1. Arrange for cadet teams to present their skits or role-plays to the class. 

2. Notebook Entry:  Guide cadets to summarize what they learned from watching the other teams' skits.

       Use these questions as tools to focus cadet discussion, reflection, and note taking:

· What did you learn that was new?

· How important is music in our history?
Total Time:  20 minutes
Phase 4 -- Apply:

Setup:

1. Copy and distribute National Anthem Assessment Task 1 to cadets.

2. Have Audio 2: “Star-Spangled Banner” from LET DVD available for cadets.

3. Have flags, flag stands, and flag poles available for cadets. 

Direct Cadet Focus:
1. Guide cadets to read Student Learning Activities 7 and 8 in their Student Learning Plans.

2. Ask the cadets to think about when they might participate in a ceremony when the National Anthem is sung.

Learning Activity: 
(addresses Student Learning Activities 7 and 8 and Student Assessment Activities 1 and 2)
1. Divide cadets into teams of 4 - 5.

2. Guide cadets to preview the National Anthem Assessment Task 1.

3. Guide teams to plan and rehearse how they will conduct a ceremony for a local event that requires the presenting of the U.S. flag and singing of the National Anthem.   Guide cadets to plan how to present and display the flag.  Note:  Cadets will need to make decisions about using recorded music or live music for the National Anthem.  They may assign team members to sing or recruit someone from outside the team to sing during the ceremony.  

4. Guide cadets to make arrangements to conduct the ceremony at a local event.

5. Guide cadets to rehearse the ceremony and self-assess the rehearsal using the Scoring Guide.
Reflection:                                                                                                               
1. Use these questions as tools to focus cadet discussion, reflection, and note taking: 

· How have your feelings changed about the “Star-Spangled Banner”?
· What were some of the patriotic symbols you found in your school, home, or community?
2. Notebook entry:

· Direct the cadets to reread “The Star-Spangled Banner.”

· Direct the cadets to select a verse that they like the best and briefly explain why in their notebook.

· Direct the cadets to cite their favorite passages from that verse in their explanation.

Total Time:  20 minutes
Assessment:

Guide cadet teams to complete the National Anthem Assessment Task 1.  Guide cadets to rehearse and self-assess their performances using the scoring guide.  Use the scoring guide during the performance to evaluate and provide feedback.
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
