Lesson 2:  Plan and Train for Your Exploratory Project                                                            Time: 90 minutes

Lesson Preview/Setup:  

Energizer –Copy and cut Exercise 1 and prepare Visual 1 as students sequence the steps to service learning planning.
Inquire – Cadets preview the Student Learning Plan information. Post a Flow Map and Tree Map example. Display Visual 2.  Cadets sequence steps and classify information required to plan a service learning project.  Discuss team member roles and expectations.
Gather – Cadets gather information on exploratory project using a KWL chart and make a decision on the one to implement for the class. Arrange for a subject matter expert to discuss outcomes of exploratory project.
Process – Copy and distribute Exercise 2. Cadet teams assume roles within the planning process of the project.  
Apply – Copy and distribute Service Learning Project Plan Assessment Task. Cadets complete a project plan for the selected exploratory project.

Icebreaker/Energizer:

Setup:
1. Copy and cut up Exercise 1 so that there is at least one step per cadet and each team has all of the steps.

2. Prepare Visual 1: Service Learning Steps. 

Direct Cadet Focus:
Direct cadets to focus on the process of conducting a proper Service Learning experience, i.e. what steps need to be done at what point in time.

Phase 1 -- Inquire:

1. Guide cadets to preview the information in the Student Learning Plan including the competency, learning objectives, performance standards, core abilities key words, learning activities and assessment activities. 

2. Guide cadets to Student Learning Activities 1 and 2.

3. Guide cadets to focus on the process and importance of each step of conducting a Service Learning experience.

1. Arrange for a guest speaker/subject matter expert to brief cadets on service learning

2. Distribute newspapers, chart paper and markers to teams.

1. Direct cadets to read Student Learning Activities 3 and 4 in the Student Learning Plan.

2. Ask cadets:  

· In what ways can you make a difference in JROTC, using service learning?

Phase 3 -- Process:

Setup:
1. Copy and distribute Exercise 2: Service Learning Project Plan. 

2. Display or pass around Sample Service Learning Project Plan.

Direct Cadet Focus:
1. Direct cadets to read Student Learning Activities 5 and 6 in the Student Learning Plan.

2. Ask cadets: What factors need to be planned out before the exploratory project can take place?

1. Copy and distribute permission slips, if necessary.

2. Copy and distribute the Service Learning Project Plan Assessment Task. 
Direct Cadet Focus:
1. Direct cadets to read Student Learning Activities 7 and 8 in the Student Learning Plan.

2. Direct cadets to reflect on the planning process.
