Your grade in Math Class will be broken down in the following way:
25% - TESTS
· We will have tests at the end of each unit.  Depending on the length of the unit, this could range from 2-4 weeks.  I will not test you until I feel the class is prepared to succeed on the test.

· Each test will be out of 100 points.  

25% - QUIZZES
· We will have a quiz every Friday (instead of a Do-Now) based only on what was covered that week.  This is not something to stress about.  If you pay attention in class, attempt your homework, and ask questions you will do fine.

15% - PROJECTS
· You will have several projects assigned throughout each grading period.  Some will be longer than others.  Some will also be group projects.  A project is defined as an assignment that you have longer than 3 school days to complete.  For example, if an assignment is given on Monday and it is due on Friday, it is considered a Project.  Postponement Passes may not be used on Projects.
35% - HOMEWORK AND PARTICIPATION
· Homework is extremely important in Math.  This is your opportunity to practice and perfect the skills you learn in class.  Just as a ballet dancer or NFL football player would not perform or compete without practicing, you can not expect to learn the material without practicing it.

· You should expect to have homework assigned every day in class.  If you leave class without asking questions, I will assume you know how to do the problems.  Thus, the excuse, “I didn’t understand so I didn’t try it” does not work with me.

· Part of your homework grade will be based on if you attempted it or not and part of it will be based on accuracy.  Depending on the subject is how each will be weighted. 

· You must SHOW WORK ALL THE TIME.  I will not accept homework that does not show step-by-step how you got your answers.  If you are allowed to use a calculator for the assignment, you still must show all the steps that got you to the final answer.  For example, show the steps that got you to 586 x 492.  Then give the answer.  Assignments without the work will not count as being on time.  I will ask you to repeat the assignment showing the work.  Late penalties will be assessed as well.

· You will grade your own homework assignment in class.  You will mark every problem with a colored pen with a check or a “x”.  I will then collect and randomly check between 1 and 5 problems to ensure that we are all being honest with ourselves.  If I find that you did not mark a problem wrong that should have been marked wrong, you will receive a zero on that assignment.  

· Math class is designed to be interactive, and if you do not contribute, everyone is losing out from your input.  You should attempt to contribute/ask a question at least one time every single day.  Either volunteer or you will be volunteered. (
· Before the end of the grading period, I will drop your 4 lowest on-time assignments.

MR. SCHWARTZMAN’S CLASS RULES
1. Under no circumstances are you allowed to use the word “CAN’T”.
2. Respect each other.  Treat others how you would like to be treated.
3. Come to class prepared.  That means paper, homework, pencil, pen, whiteboard marker, and calculator.
4. Do not talk unless you raise your hand and are recognized by Mr. Schwartzman.
5. Do not do anything that will hinder the educational process for the other students.
6. Never, under any circumstances, say “CAN’T”.
OTHER POLICIES
1. Restroom breaks should happen BETWEEN classes.  If you are late you will receive a mark.
2. Late work is not accepted for a grade.  Turn in all assignments ON TIME EVERY TIME.  If your work is late, you will be deducted 10% for each day.  Just call me 10% Charlie.
3. Do not pass notes in class.  I will collect all notes.
4. When you walk in the room, there will be a do-now on the board.  Quietly sit down and begin working.
I will be using a check system this year.  Not adhering to any of the rules or policies will earn a check.  If you receive more than 2 checks in one class period or 5 or more in any week, you will serve a lunch/recess detention where you will write a letter home (that will be signed) explaining what you did wrong.

Every week you have all assignments in on time and COMPLETED, you will receive a ticket.  3 tickets may be traded in for a day in the comfy chairs.  You must sign up for your day on the wall and turn in the tickets to Mr. Schwartzman at least a day in advance.  If in any way you abuse this privilege, it will be taken away.  Mr. Schwartzman also reserves the right to give tickets for other things as well.
First test for all of Mr. Schwartzman’s students - You will take 2 timed tests of 3 minutes each (multiplication and division).  Each test will have 100 questions on it.  The two grades will be averaged together for one TEST grade.  You will be required to take the test one time per week for as long as it takes you to score a minimum of 90% on each one.  Some students will pass the first time while others will need longer.  The reason for this is that you need to know the multiplication/division tables like the back of your hand for most of the math that we are going to do this year.  I am available to help you before school and during recess/lunch.  However, to master these facts, it will take practice practice and more practice.
