1. Pressure for Peace 

a. Alfred Nobel was the Swedish inventor of the dynamic, he regret the military uses of his inventions.  He set up the Nobel Peace Prize to reward each year for the individuals whose work advanced the cause of peace. 

b. Aletta Jacobs, the first woman doctor in the Netherlands, argued that if women won the vote, they would be able to prevent war.  The women’s suffrage throughout support the peace movement. 

c. In 1899, the First Universal Peace Conference brought together leaders of many nations in The Hague in the Netherlands. There, they set up a world court to settle disputes. 

2. Aggressive Nationalism 

a. Alsace and Lorraine, nationalisms were strong in both Germany and France.  Germans were proud of their new empire’s military power and industrial leadership 

b. Pan-Salvism, in Eastern Europe, Russia sponsored a very strong and powerful nation that had a very strong nationalism part and the nation was called Pan-Salvism. 

c. Cries in the Balkans, two old multinational empires particularly feared this rising nations in the Eastern Europe because they thought that this nation might want to conquer land soon. 

3. Economic and imperial rivalries 

a. Many countries in Europe were scared of other countries rising in there economic part of there country.  Britain felt threatened by Germany because Germany economics was rising. 

b. This was a great threat to Britain because at that time Britain was a leading power in the economics in Europe.  They were scared that Germany’s economics might pass theirs. 

c. Imperialism also divided European nations.  In the 1903 and again in 1911, they were lots of competition for colonies brought by France and Germany. 

4. Militarism and arms race 

a. Militarism was the glorification of the military.  Under this new form, each country was always ready for war.  All of there military people were always ready for war and for battles.  

b. The arms race, as international tensions grew, the great powers for each country was trying to make there armies as strong as they could.  This meant that they were ready for war. 

c. Because everyone was scared of war they started to give there military leaders more respect and this gave the military leaders more power over the people. 

5. A tangle of alliances 

a. The first alliances had there origins in Bismarck’s days.  There were more power when countries joined forces against other countries.  This would mean that they would be more likely to win. 

b. In 1894, this was when France and Russia signed an alliance.  Then again in 1904, France signed another alliance with Britain.  This was called a friendly understanding. 

c. Other states were drawn into alliances. Germany signed a treaty with the Ottoman Empire; While Britain drew close to Japan.  Rather than easing tensions.  

6. A murder with millions of victims 

a. Francis Ferdinand was not a great supporter of democracy but he knew that the country that he lived in was in great trouble.  He knew that nationalism was a threat to the Hapsburg empire. 

b. He even thought about explaining what he was thinking to the Slavs, but this view would make his unpopular with hardliners on both sides, the people saw as to soft. 

c. Princip at his trial stood by his deed of killing many people.  The only thing he regretted was that he had killed a women.  Because he wasn’t older than 20 he wasn’t executed. 

7. Peace unravels 

a. Austria sent Serbia a sweeping ultimatum, this was a set of final demands.  The Austria wanted the Serbia’s to end all anti-Austria agitation and punish any Serbian officials in the murder plot. 

b. A war had started between the a major power and a small Balkan state might have been another “summer war” like most European wars of the past century. 

c. Mobilize-prepare its military forces for war.  Neutrality is a policy of supporting neither side in a war.  These are the vocabulary words in this sections. 

8. Whose fault? 

a. The great powers of Europe were growing and each country started to try and defeat other countries that they didn’t like.   They thought that they could become more powerful. 

b. This was a thought that Austria had because it was so powerful and it started to have problems with Serbia.  They wanted to punish Serbia for them encouraging terrorism. 

c. Although the leaders of these two country made there decisions, most people on both sides weren’t sure if that was the right decision that they had made. 

9. The western front 

a. War had begun.  It started with Germany sending forces through Belgium so that they could get to Paris.  The German generals that were in charge violated the Shlieffen plan.  

b. During this war the countries that were fight spent great sums of money.  The powerful and even the weaker countries spent money on offensive moves. 

c. They spent money on military supplies and weapons for this war.  The weapons they had bought were greatly destructing everything in the country they were fighting in. 

10. Other European countries 

a. On the battle field on the war the battlefield line started changing all the time.  This meant the battle line swayed back and forth in the large areas of land.  

b. There were a lot of people who had died over the years in this war.  The casualties’ rose even higher than in the west.  The numbers of people dying weren’t for sure but there were a lot of people. 

c.  A lot of people died in this war.  The Russians killed many people that lived and fought in this war.  It was very different in this war than any other war. 

11. The war beyond Europe

14. Collapsing Morale 

a. During the 1917, the morale of both troops and civilians had plugged.  Both these countries were going through hard times.  Britain and Germany both had a hard time during this war. 

b. Britain was going bankrupt supporting this war.  It was very costly to support this war with the large amounts of people that were involved in this war that had to be feed and token care of. 

c. Germany was having similar problems with this war by that same time.  Germany started to send younger people to fight in these wars, 15-year-old boys went to fight in the war.    

15. The United states declares war 

a. The Americans in the United States of America decided to come into this war when one of there submarines got hit and sunk by a German submarines. 

b. This was a wake up call for the Americans that told them that the war was going to include them no matter how low they stayed.  This was the turning point. 

c. The United States had many reasons why they join allies with the countries that they picked.  They had many similar ties with Britain in culture and language.   

16. Campaign to victory 

a. The final major battle was going to happen in 1918 when Germany came up with a huge offensive move that moved the American and British troops back 40 miles, by July. 

b. With this the Americans and the British came up with a counter attack that was very powerful.  It pushed the Germanys back through France and Belgium. 

c. With this, the people living in Germany showed their monarch their frustration.  This happened when the hungry people uprising with an explosion.      

17. The cost of war 

a. More than 8.5 million people were dead and double that number have been wounded and many were left handicapped for life.  This greatly affected the people of the nation.  

b. People were dying from famine; however, the lives of people were more threatened by the new epidemic of influenza. This swept around the world, killing more than 20 million people. 

c. By now, people felt a bit bitter about the war and the Allies blamed the conflict on their defeated foes and insisted that the losers make reparations, which were payments for war damage. 

18. The Paris peace Conference 

a. Woodrow Wilson was one of three strong personalities who dominated the Paris Peace Conference. He was so sure of his rightness that he could be hard to work with. 
b. Crowds that consisted of other representatives gathered around these three people with their own demands and interests that dealt with the secret agreements signed by the Allies during the war. 

c. Self-determination started to become popular everywhere, and many people who were under control by Germany, Russia, etc., demanded to have their own national lands that would satisfy them. 

19. The treaty of Versailles 
a.  In 1919, the peacemakers got together representatives of the new German Republic to the palace of Versailles outside of Paris.  This was a great thing that happened to this country.  

b. They agreed to a treaty that imposed huge reparations that would put an already damaged German economy under a staggering burden.  This would help them greatly in this war. 

c. Other clauses were aimed at weakening Germany. The treaty also limited the size of German military machine because we all saw how scary and powerful their military can get, so this helped people lower their fear. 

20. Other settlements 

a. There were many new bands of new nations that emerged during this time, these where the German, Austrian, and Russian people had once in their lifetime ruled. 

b. After this happened many things started happen, these are three new republics, which were the Czechoslovakia, Austria, and Hungary and they rose in Hapsburg heartland. 
c. With the new changes, there came new treaties, having already done so much, also created system of mandates, or territories that were administered by western powers. 
21. Hopes for global peace 
a. After the long devastating war, the many people looked to the league to ensure peace, especially seen what causes people to act so violently toward each other and start to murder and kill. 

b. Wilson’s dream finally became a reality and yet his own Senate refused to approve the treaty and the United States never joined the league he felt very mad with this. 

c. Although the league was not powerful enough to end aggression in the world, this was still the first step toward at least trying to make peace within the world.
